To Whom It May Concern,

In accordance with Section 7 of the Endangered Species Act (ESA), we request concurrence with the
following project for infill residential development for the project, which consists of the development of a
42 .4-acre park on a vacant parcel of land. The project consists of street related improvements and four-
related phases of park improvements. Phase one consists of the design, installation and construction of
park related improvements including: road and streets access, pedestrian and park walkways and three (3)
parking areas. Park facility related improvements include: four (4) baseball fields and two (2) softball
fields, three (3) soccer fields, three (3) universal courts, three (3) handball courts, two (2) picnic and
barbeque areas, four (4) basketball courts, batting cages, two (2) playgrounds and related improvements.
CDBG CARES funds will be utilized to provide roads access since the approved State Grant funding does
not include road access within the scope of covered improvements.

Phase Two: consists of the design, installation and construction for the expansion of one parking area with
solar improvements, dog park, community garden, kids physical fitness, outdoor gym, two (2)
tennis/pickleball courts, parking maintenance yard and shop, barbeque area and related improvements.

Phase Three: consists of the design and construction of a gymnasium and related improvements.
Phase Four: consists of the design and construction of a track and field area and related improvements.
Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal:

The community park is under construction and will provide a recreational center for the City of Shafter and
surrounding unincorporated areas for physical exercise and sport related activities. The project addresses
coronavirus by providing residents with many options for outdoor activities and promoting healthy active
lifestyles that improve overall health and support resiliency to coronavirus and other challenging and/or life
threating health conditions. The CDBG CARES related funding will provide access to parking areas for
the larger community and surrounding areas to utilize the park. Additional CDBG funding may be used
for the design of phases three and four of the project.

In 2019, Quad Knopf (QK) preformed an initial biologic assessment for the project site. The assessment
resulted in a determination that the project would not have a substantial adverse effect, either directly or
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through habitat modifications, on any species identified as a candidate, sensitive, or special-status species
in local or regional plans, policies, or regulations, or by CDFW or USFWS. Furthermore, no positive
evidence that the San Joaquin Kit Fox was present in the Biologic Study Area or BSA was found.

The study also concluded that no special status plant species have potential to occur with the BSA because
of existing habitat and soil conditions. The nearest sensitive community is located 10 miles of the project
site with the nearest California Natural Diversity Database occurrence located is 3.7 miles from the project
site as all areas within the vicinity of the project have been developed for urban and agricultural uses.

There were no sensitive habitats identified in the area of the project and there are no aquatic or riparian
habitats in the area of the project. Consequently, there project would have no impact to fish, amphibians
or any crustaceans.

Under Project Code 2024-0114065, consulted the United States Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) IPaC
database and was issued a species list. The following 2024 review included the species on the list:

In August of 2024, a revised analysis and report was prepared for the site by QK. Of the Special Status
species evaluated, the evaluation found two species that have the potential to occur onsite: Western
Burrowing Owl (Federal Bird of Conservation Concern) and the endangered San Joaquin Kit Fox (SKJF).
The reconnaissance survey found site conditions would support burrowing owl nesting and foraging due to
the dryland grain crop habitat present.

SJKF is known to be present in the area and has been observed in the vicinity of the project site. The
evaluation found that due to the disturbance and maintenance of the surrounding agricultural lands, suitable
denning habitat is not available to the species. Nevertheless, the species is highly mobile and may traverse
the site and within the vicinity when foraging for food.

The federal list On March 30, 2026, the review was updated and currently contains two fewer species than
was evaluated in 2024. The 2026 USFWS Listed Species include: the Buena Vista Lake Shrew, Giant
Kangaroo Rat, San Joaquin Kit Fox, Tipton Kangaroo Rat, California Condor, Blunt-nosed Leopard Lizard,
Northwestern Pond Turtle, Western Spadefoot, Monarch Butterfly, Vernal Pool Fairy Shrimp and the
flowering plant, Kern Mallow. The list is consistent with the findings of the 2024 report.

The 2024 QK report included recommended mitigation measures including avoidance and minimization
techniques to ensure impacts on any protected species are reduced to a less than significant level. The
measures include the requirement for a preconstruction survey to assess and determine if there will be
impacts to any species prior to implementation. Therefore, with implementation and compliance with the
recommended measures, the impact will be of a less than significance level.

A biological clearance survey was prepared for the project site by McCormick Biological, Inc., which found
that there were no San Joaquin Kit Fox (SJKF) observed in the project area. No small mammal burrows
were observed onsite. The report noted that based on the level of disturbance of the site blunt-nosed leopard
lizards and Tipton Kangaroo Rat are not anticipated to occur in the area of the project.

The survey found that there were no rare plants, such as Bakersfield Cactus, observed at the project site.

No nesting was observed onsite and nesting habitat was limited and poor quality due to the level of
disturbance and lack of large trees. Although transient and not observed at the site, SJKF, is known to be
present in the area of the project. Consequently, the report included minimization efforts for the SJKF as
construction and ongoing operations requirements under the 2011 USFWS Standardized Recommendations
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for protection of the Endangered San Joaquin Kit Fox Prior to or During Ground Disturbance, as applicable
to the project.

Additionally, it was noted that actions that cause abandonment, damage, or destruction of bird nests covered
by the Migratory Bird Treaty Act violate law. However, no nesting bird activated was observed.

On March 28, 2025, a protected species list was obtained from your IPAC service under Project Code 2025-
0075795. The official species list noted that there are no critical habitats within the area of the project.

While there is one canal in the vicinity of the project, Beardsley Canal, the canal is devoid of any vegetation
that could provide habitat for aquatic species. There is no aquatic habitat within the project site. ~ Based
on the inclusion of minimization efforts for SJKF, and absence of dens in the area of the project, the
responsible agency has determined that the project, may effect, but is not likely to adversely affect listed
species. No other protected species were observed in the area of the project. As no nesting bird activities
were observed, there was no indication any adverse effect would occur as a result of implementation.

Since the period of time related to the study was limited to a thirty day period, and having since ended on
May 23, 2025, a follow-up study will be required to be submitted to evaluate any other changes to the
project prior to implementation.

Proposed Project Mitigation Measures are included below:

The following items shall be adhered to during all grading and construction related activities for project
implementation:

BIO-1

Pre-activity Surveys for San Joaquin kit fox dens, American badger dens, and western burrowing owl
burrows. Within 14 days of the start of Project activities, a pre-activity survey should be conducted by a
qualified biologist knowledgeable in the identification of these species. The pre-activity survey shall
include walking transects to identify presence of burrowing owls and their burrows, American badgers and
their dens, and San Joaquin kit foxes and their dens. The pre-activity survey shall be walked by no greater
than 30-foot transects for 100 percent coverage of the Project site and the 250-foot buffer, where feasible.
If no evidence of these special-status species is detected, no further action is required.

BIO-2

Avoidance of Burrowing Owl Burrows and American Badger and San Joaquin Kit Fox Dens. If dens or
burrows that could support any of these species are discovered during the pre-activity survey conducted
under Measure BIO-1, the avoidance buffers outlined below should be established. No work would occur
within these buffers unless the biologist approves and monitors the activity.

Burrowing Owl (active burrows)

» Non-breeding season: September 1 — January 31 — 160 feet
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« Breeding season: February 1 — August 31 — 250 feet

American Badger and San Joaquin Kit Fox

» Potential or Atypical den — 50 feet

« Known den — 100 feet

« Natal or pupping den — Contact agencies for further guidance
BIO-3

Avoidance and Minimization Measures for San Joaquin Kit Fox, American Badger, and Burrowing Owl.
The following avoidance and minimization measures should be implemented during all phases of the
Project to reduce the potential for impact from the Project. They are modified from the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service Standardized Recommendations for Protection of the Endangered San Joaquin Kit Fox
Prior to or During Ground Disturbance (USFWS 2011, Appendix E).

« Project-related vehicles should observe a daytime speed limit of 20-mph throughout the site in all
Project areas, except on County roads and State and federal highways.

» All Project activities should occur during daylight hours, but if work must be conducted at night
then a night-time construction speed limit of 10-mph should be established.

« Off-road traffic outside of designated Project areas should be prohibited.

» To prevent inadvertent entrapment of kit foxes or other animals during construction of the project,
all excavated, steep-walled holes or trenches more than two feet deep should be covered at the close
of each working day by plywood or similar materials. If the trenches cannot be closed, one or more
escape ramps constructed of earthen-fill or wooden planks should be installed.

« Before holes or trenches are filled, they should be thoroughly inspected for trapped animals. If at
any time a trapped or injured kit fox is discovered, the USFWS and the CDFW should be contacted
before proceeding with the work.

In the case of trapped animals, escape ramps or structures should be
installed immediately to allow the animal(s) to escape, or the USFWS and
CDFW should be contacted for guidance.

« All construction pipes, culverts, or similar structures with a diameter of four inches or greater that are
stored at a construction site for one or more overnight periods should be thoroughly inspected for kit foxes
and burrowing owls before the pipe is subsequently buried, capped, or otherwise used or moved in any way.
If a kit fox is discovered inside a pipe,

that section of pipe should not be moved until the USFWS has been consulted. If necessary, and under the
direct supervision of the biologist, the pipe may be moved only once to remove it from the path of
construction activity, until the fox has escaped.

o All food-related trash items such as wrappers, cans, bottles, and food scraps should be disposed of in
securely closed containers and removed at least once a week from a construction or Project site.

« No pets, such as dogs or cats, should be permitted on the Project site.
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* Project-related use of rodenticides and herbicides should be restricted.

* A representative should be appointed by the Project proponent who will be the contact source for any
employee or contractor who might inadvertently kill or injure a kit fox or who finds a dead, injured or
entrapped kit fox. The representative should be identified during the employee education program and their
name and telephone number should be provided to the USFWS and CDFW.

» Upon completion of the Project, all areas subject to temporary ground disturbances (including storage and
staging areas, temporary roads, pipeline corridors, etc.) should be recontoured if necessary, and revegetated
to promote restoration of the area to pre-project conditions.

An area subject to "temporary" disturbance means any area that is disturbed during the Project, but after
project completion will not be subject to further disturbance and has the potential to be revegetated.

* Any Project personnel who are responsible for inadvertently killing or injuring one of these species should
immediately report the incident to their representative. This representative should contact the CDFW (and
USFWS in the case of San Joaquin kit fox) immediately in the case of a dead, injured or entrapped San
Joaquin kit fox, American badger, or western burrowing owl.

* The Sacramento Fish and Wildlife office and CDFW Region 4 office should be notified in writing within
three working days of the accidental death or injury to a San Joaquin kit fox during project related activities.
The CDFW should be notified in the case of accidental death to an American badger or western burrowing
owl. Notification must include the date, time, and location of the incident or of the finding of a dead or
injured animal and any other pertinent information,

* New sightings of San Joaquin kit fox, American badger, or western burrowing owl shall be reported to
the CNDDB. A copy of the reporting form and a topographic map clearly marked with the location of where
a San Joaquin kit fox was observed should also be provided to the USFWS.

BIO-4

Pre-activity Surveys for Nesting Birds. If Project activities must occur during the nesting season (February
1 to September 15), pre-activity nesting bird surveys should be conducted within seven days prior to the
start of construction at the construction site plus a 250-foot buffer for songbirds and a

500-foot buffer for raptors (other than Swainson’s hawk). The surveys should be phased with construction
of the Project. If no active nests are found, no further action is required. However, existing nests may
become active and new nests may be built at any time prior to and throughout the nesting season, including
when construction activities are in progress. If active nests are found during the survey or at any time during
construction of the Project, an avoidance buffer ranging from 50 feet to 500 feet may be required, with the
avoidance buffer from any specific nest being determined by a qualified biologist. The avoidance buffer
will remain in place until the biologist has determined that the young are no longer reliant on the adults or
the nest. Work may occur within the avoidance buffer under the approval and guidance of the biologist, but
full-time monitoring may be required. The biologist should have the ability to stop construction if nesting
adults show any sign of distress.

BIO-5

Worker Environmental Awareness Training. Prior to the initiation of construction activities, all personnel
should attend a Worker Environmental Awareness Training program developed by a qualified biologist.
The program should include information on the life histories of special-status species with potential to occur
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on the Project, their legal status, course of action should these species be encountered on-site, and avoidance
and minimization measures to protect these species.

With the inclusion of the above mitigation measures into the project implementation, the project impact
will be of a less than significant level. Due to the timeframe for implementation, we would appreciate a
response to this request as soon as possible at goldenj@kerncounty.com and by mail, if possible.
