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6.2 Recommendations

No significant or potentially significant prehistoric or historic cultural resources were observed during
the survey of the APE. The EIC records search results indicate that one cultural resource
(P-33-007802) is recorded within the APE. P-33-007802 has been demolished. RECON recorded the
locations and attributes of additional features that appear to be contemporaneous with
P-33-007802, included them in the update to the DPR site form for P-33-007802, and recommends
P-33-007802 not a significant resource under the CEQA or County significance criteria. Therefore,
the project would not adversely affect known historical resources. The project APE has been
disturbed by structure development, pad grading, grading associated with the construction of
Winchester Road/SR-79, dirt roads, improved roads, channelizing a watercourse, storm water
features, past agricultural ground disturbing activities, periodic discing and vegetation mowing
maintenance, and varying materials of surface debris. Given past disturbances, the possibility of
buried intact significant prehistoric or historic cultural resources being present within the project APE
is considered low. However, RECON anticipates that the local consulting Tribe(s) will request
construction monitoring during the Assembly Bill 52 consultation with the County. Attachment 3
contains the Level of Significance Checklist that reflects this recommendation. Following are the
mitigation measures.

MM-CR-1: If during ground disturbance activities, unanticipated cultural resources* are
discovered, the following procedures shall be followed:

All ground disturbance activities within 100 feet of the discovered cultural resource
shall be halted and the Project archaeologist shall call the County Archaeologist
immediately upon discovery of the cultural resource. A meeting shall be convened
between the developer, the project archaeologist**, the Native American tribal
representative, and the County Archaeologist to discuss the significance of the find.
At the meeting with the aforementioned parties, a decision is to be made, with the
concurrence of the County Archaeologist, as to the appropriate treatment
(documentation, recovery, avoidance, etc.) for the cultural resource. Resource
evaluations shall be limited to nondestructive analysis.

Further ground disturbance shall not resume within the area of the discovery until
the appropriate treatment has been accomplished.

*A cultural resource site is defined, for this condition, as being a feature and/or three
or more artifacts in close association with each other. Tribal Cultural Resources are
also considered cultural resources.

**If not already employed by the project developer, a County approved archaeologist
and a Native American Monitor from the consulting tribe(s) shall be employed by the
project developer to assess the significance of the cultural resource, attend the
meeting described above, and continue monitoring of all future site grading activities
as necessary.

If human remains are found on this site, the developer/permit holder or any successor
in interest shall comply with State Health and Safety Code Section 7050.5.

Pursuant to State Health and Safety Code Section 7050.5, if human remains are
encountered, no further disturbance shall occur until the Riverside County Coroner
has made the necessary findings as to origin. Further, pursuant to Public Resources
Code Section 5097.98 (b), remains shall be left in place and free from disturbance
until a final decision as to the treatment and their disposition has been made. If the
Riverside County Coroner determines the remains to be Native American, the Native
American Heritage Commission shall be contacted by the Coroner within the period
specified by law (24 hours). Subsequently, the Native American Heritage Commission
shall identify the "Most Likely Descendant”. The Most Likely Descendant shall then
make recommendations and engage in consultation with the property owner
concerning the treatment of the remains as provided in Public Resources Code
Section 5097.98.

Prior to the issuance of grading permits, the developer/permit applicant shall enter
into agreement(s) with the consulting tribe(s) for the appropriate number of Native
American Monitor(s).

In conjunction with the Archaeological Monitor(s), the Native American Monitor(s)
shall attend the pre-grading meeting with the contractors to provide Cultural
Sensitivity Training for all construction personnel. In addition, an adequate number
of Native American Monitor(s) shall be on-site during all initial ground disturbing
activities and excavation of soils in each portion of the project site including clearing,
grubbing, tree removals, grading and trenching. In conjunction with the
Archaeological Monitor(s), the Native American Monitor(s) have the authority to
temporarily divert, redirect or halt the ground disturbance activities to allow
identification, evaluation, and potential recovery of cultural resources.

Activities will be documented in Tribal Monitoring Notes which will be required to be
submitted to the County Archaeologist prior to grading final inspection.

The developer/permit applicant shall submit a fully executed copy of the
agreement(s) to the County Archaeologist to ensure compliance with this condition
of approval. Upon verification, the Archaeologist shall clear this condition. This
agreement shall not modify any condition of approval or mitigation measure.

RECON Environmental, Inc. (RECON) has been tasked to conduct an archaeological survey for the Winchester
U-Stor-It Project (project) located in the unincorporated community of Winchester, east of Interstate 215, and
northwest of Skinner Reservoir, in Riverside County, California. The project would construct a combination of
self-storage (109,450 square feet) and recreational vehicle (RV) storage (132 spaces). The self-storage use would
consist of eight one-story buildings ranging in size from 4,400 to 24,000 square feet. Access to the project would be
provided via one driveway along Elmhurst Lane. The project area consists of vacant land with past agricultural use,
situated at 33890 Winchester Road on Assessor Parcel Number 472-110-038. The project area occurs in Section 21,
Township 6 South, Range 2 West on the U.S. Geological Survey 7.5-minute topographical maps, Winchester,
California quadrangle (see attached Figure).

A letter requesting identification of spiritually significant and sacred sites or traditional use areas in the proposed
project vicinity was sent to the Native American Heritage Commission (NAHC). No Native American cultural resources
were identified in the immediate project area. A record search was conducted of the archaeological databases
maintained at the California Historical Resources Information System, Eastern Information Center (EIC) at University of
California, Riverside. The files at EIC also failed to identify any prehistoric archaeological sites recorded within the
proposed project area. The survey conducted by a RECON archaeologist consisted of the entirety of the project
property. No prehistoric resources were identified during the survey.

Pursuant to the letter received in response from the NAHC, we are contacting you as a potentially interested party.
We would like to know if you have any concerns regarding the proposed project as it relates to Native American
issues or interests. Would you have any information on sacred sites in the vicinity of the proposed project that may
help us advise the client to avoid impacts to these sites? We would like to obtain Native American input early enough
in the environmental process to ensure adequate time to address any concerns you may have.

We would also appreciate any referrals to another tribe or person knowledgeable about the cultural resources within

or adjacent to the proposed project area that may be of help in the planning process with regard to Native American
concerns. Please feel free to contact me if you have questions, comments, or concerns. If we have not heard from you
by October 12, 2023, we will assume that you have no comments. Thank you for your assistance.

This letter is written on behalf of the Rincon Band of Luisefio Indians (“Rincon Band” or “Tribe”), a federally
recognized Indian tribe and sovereign government in response to your request for information pertaining to cultural
and tribal cultural resources on the above referenced project. The identified location is within the Traditional Use
Area of the Luisefio people and is also within the Tribe’s specific area of Historic interest. As such, the Rincon
Band is traditionally and culturally affiliated to the project area.

After reviewing the provided documents and our internal information, the Rincon Band has no information on
specific Tribal Cultural Resources (TCRs) or Traditional Cultural Properties (TCPs) within or surrounding the
project area to share. However, this does not mean that none exists. We recommend working closely with the
Pechanga Band of Luisefio Indians and/or the Soboba Band of Luisefio Indians, as they may have pertinent
information to provide. Please provide the Rincon Band with a copy of the cultural resources study referenced in
your request letter.
