Use Permit, Architecture and Site Approval, and Grading Approval to construct a temple and meditation center with 
!accessory structures and associated improvements on a 63-acre parcel (Assessors Parcel Numbers (APNs} 042-04-028, 
!042-04-029). Proposed improvements include a temple building, a meditation/community hall with kitchen, an assembly 
tiall, a stage, classrooms, a restroom building, a pump house, and appurtenant site work, including fences, walkways, 

ldriveways, an 86-stall parking lot, water storage tanks, landscape planting, and road improvements. The project would 
ialso include grading and retaining walls to construct the proposed structures and related improvements. The total 
iestirnated grading quantities for all improvements would be 3,347 cubic yards of cut and 7,778 cubic yards of fill. The 
ltotal square footage of all proposed structures would be 12,349 square feet. This total would include the main temple, 
meditation hall, restroom structure, pumphouse, and water treatment shed. Domestic water is proposed to be provided 
by an approved individual water system well, and an on-site wastewater treatment system is also proposed. Retaining 

!Walls are proposed along the meditation garden, landscaped areas, and various structures on the property. 

Identify the project's significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that 
would reduce or avoid that effect. 

IThe project could have impacts to aesthetics due proposed lighting and from the proposed buildings and infrastructure, 
land mitigation measures have been proposed to reduce impact to a less than significant level. Construction of the project 
Jcould lead to air quality impacts primarily from dust and mitigation measures have been proposed to control fugitive dust 
!emissions. The property has the potential to contain special status plant species, nesting birds, red-legged frog, and 
nort.hwestem pond turtle, and mitigation measures requiring surveying and avoidance have been included. The project 
has the potential to have impacts to cultural and tribal cultural resources during excavation, however, mitigation 
measures requiring on-site tribal monitors, accidental discovery and notification protocols, and tribal cultural awareness 
~raining have been included. In addition, there is a potential for impacts resulting from local geologic hazards, however 
iseveral mitigation measures requring construction monitoring, adherence to specific grading requirements for cut and fills 
!Slopes, retaining walls and drainage have been included. Lastly, the project has the potential to generate noise impacts, 
however a mitigation measure mandating certain hours of operation and use of noise reduction equipment has been 

included.
