1.0 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

 

SALEM Engineering Group, Inc. (SALEM) has conducted a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) 

of the proposed 7-Eleven Fueling Station site to be located on the southeast corner of Power Inn Road and 

Elder Creek Road in Sacramento, California (subject property). The subject property consists of an 

approximate 8.76-acre irregular-shaped lot comprised of four parcels of land (Sacramento County 

Assessor’s Parcel Numbers [APNs] 040-0101-003-0000, 040-0101-012-0000, 040-0101-013-0000, and 

040-0101-020-0000). Addresses associated with the subject property include: 6441 Power Inn Road, 8128 

Elder Creek Road, and 8140 Elder Creek Road. SALEM conducted this Phase I ESA of the subject property 

in conformance with the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) E1527-21 Standard Practice 

for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process. The U.S. 

Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) has determined that the ASTM E1527-21 Standard is 

consistent with the requirements for conducting an “All Appropriate Inquiry” under 40 C.F.R. Part 312. 

Thus, this Phase I ESA constitutes All Appropriate Inquiry (AAI) designed to identify Recognized 

Environmental Conditions (RECs) in connection with the previous ownership and uses of the subject 

property as defined by ASTM E1527-21 and 40 C.F.R. Part 312. 

 

ASTM E1527-21 Section 1.1.1 Recognized Environmental Conditions – The term recognized 

environmental conditions is defined as “(1) the presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in, 

on or at the subject property due to a release to the environment; (2) the likely presence of hazardous 

substances or petroleum products in, on or at the subject property due to a release or likely release to the 

environment; or (3) the presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on or at the subject 

property under conditions that pose a material threat of a future release to the environment.” Conditions 

determined to be de minimis are not recognized environmental conditions. 

 

SALEM identified no evidence of an REC in connection with the subject property as defined by ASTM 

E1527-21. 

 

 

2.0 PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF ASSESSMENT  

 

2.1 Purpose 

According to ASTM E1527-21, the purpose of this practice is to define good commercial and customary 

practice in the United States of America for conducting an environmental site assessment of a parcel of 

commercial real estate with respect to the range of contaminants within the scope of the Comprehensive 

Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA) (42 U.S.C. §9601) and petroleum 

products. As such, this practice is intended to permit a user to satisfy one of the requirements to qualify for 

the innocent landowner, contiguous property owner, or bona fide prospective purchaser limitation on 
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CERCLA liability (hereinafter, the “landowner liability protections,” or “LLPs”): that is, the practice that 

constitutes “all appropriate inquiry into the previous ownership and uses of the property consistent with 

good commercial or customary practice” as defined at 42 U.S.C. §9601(35) (B). 

 

The Phase I ESA was conducted to identify ‘Recognized Environmental Conditions’ (RECs), ‘Controlled 

RECs’ (CRECs) and ‘Historical RECs’ (HRECs) as defined by the American Society for Testing and 

Materials (ASTM) Designation E1527-21 Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I 

Environmental Site Assessment Process. Section 1.1.1 of the ASTM Designation E1527-21 defines an REC 

as “ (1) the presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on or at the subject property due to a 

release to the environment; (2) the likely presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on or at 

the subject property due to a release or likely release to the environment; or (3) the presence of hazardous 

substances or petroleum products in, on or at the subject property under conditions that pose a material threat 

of a future release to the environment.” The term as further defined by ASTM “is not intended to include de 

minimis conditions that generally do not present a threat to human health or the environment and that generally 

would not be the subject of an enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate governmental 

agencies.” Section 3.2.18 defines a CREC as “a recognized environmental condition affecting the subject 

property that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or authorities with 

hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject to implementation of controls 

(for example, activity and use limitations or other property use limitations).” Section 3.2.42 defines HREC 

as “a previous release of hazardous substances or petroleum products affecting the subject property that has 

been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or authorities and meeting 

unrestricted use criteria established by the applicable regulatory authority or authorities, without subjecting 

the property to any controls (for example activity and use limitations, or other property use limitations).” 

 

2.2 Scope of Work 

The objective of the SALEM Phase I ESA scope of work is to provide an evaluation of RECs at the subject 

property and potential off-site sources. The scope of work for this Phase I ESA conforms to ASTM E1527-

21. SALEM was provided authorization to conduct the Phase I ESA by Ms. Lina Estevez with Guggenheim 

Development Services, LLC on March 24, 2025 in accordance with the scope of work outlined in SALEM’s 

proposal P4-424-0636r. In fulfillment of the SALEM scope of work for this Phase I ESA, SALEM was 

retained to perform the following tasks: 

 

➢ Acquire readily available information regarding land-use history and property development by 

reviewing historical aerial photographs, pertinent building permit records, historic city directories, 

as well as reviewing recent and historic topographic land-use maps of the subject property and 

surrounding area. 

 

➢ Reviewing readily available local, state, and federal regulatory agency databases listed in ASTM 

E1527-21 and compiled by Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR), including but not limited 

to CERCLA and NPL lists for sites within one mile of the subject property. State databases, 

including but not limited to CALSITES, Hazardous Substance Account Act, Cortese, SWIS, 

SWAT, Well Investigation Program (AB1803), and Leaking UST (LUST), were reviewed for sites 

within one mile of the subject property. 

 

➢ Performing a reconnaissance of the subject property and surrounding areas (up to one-half mile 

beyond site boundary), with regard to potential off-site sources of degradation to the subject 

property, which included photograph documentation of subject property conditions, and 

identification of potential environmental concerns. Interviews with persons knowledgeable of the 

previous and current ownership and uses of the subject property. 
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➢ Identifying aboveground storage tanks and/or indications of underground storage tanks on-site. 
 

➢ In addition to ASTM E1527-21, SALEM recognizes ASTM Standard Guide for Vapor 
Encroachment Screening (VES) on Property Involved in Real Estate Transactions (ASTM E2600-
22) as an industry-accepted guideline to determine if a Vapor Encroachment Condition (VEC) 
exists at the target property. A VES consists of reviewing the Phase I ESA data combined with the 
application of professional judgment. SALEM evaluates the regulatory agency databases to 
determine if there are known or suspect contaminated sites within a minimum search distance of 
the target property. In addition, SALEM attempted to determine whether soil and/or groundwater 
have been impacted within the critical distances outlined in ASTM E2600-22. 

 
➢ Preparing this report of SALEM’s findings and recommendations if warranted.  

 
 
3.0 SITE DESCRIPTION  

 
The subject property comprises an approximate 8.76-acre irregular-shaped lot comprised of four parcels of 
land (Sacramento County APNs 040-0101-003-0000, 040-0101-012-0000, 040-0101-013-0000, and 040-
0101-020-0000) located on the southeast corner of Power Inn Road and Elder Creek Road in Sacramento, 
California. Addresses associated with the subject property include: 6441 Power Inn Road, 8128 Elder Creek 
Road, and 8140 Elder Creek Road. At the time of SALEM’s April 15, 2025 site reconnaissance, the subject 
property was vacant land. The subject property is located within Section 35, Township 8 North, Range 5 
East, Mount Diablo Base and Meridian, Sacramento East, California, 7.5-minute United States Geological 
Survey (USGS) topographic map, dated 2021.  
  
 
4.0 PHYSIOGRAPHY AND HYDROGEOLOGIC CONDITIONS 

 
The Sacramento area is part of the California Geomorphic Province called the Great Valley. The Great 
Valley is an alluvial plain about 50 miles wide and 400 miles long in the central part of California. Its 
northern part is the Sacramento Valley, drained by the Sacramento River and its southern part is the San 
Joaquin River. The Great Valley is a trough in which sediments have been deposited almost continuously 
since the Jurassic (about 160 million years ago). Great oil fields have been found in southernmost San 
Joaquin Valley and along anticlinal uplifts on its southwestern margin. In the Sacramento Valley, the Sutter 
Buttes, the remnants of an isolated Pliocene volcano, rise above the valley floor. 
 
The San Joaquin Valley, which includes the project area, is a topographic and structural basin that is 
bounded on the east by the Sierra Nevada and on the west by the Coast Ranges. The Sierra Nevada, a fault 
block dipping gently southwestward, is comprised of igneous and metamorphic rocks of pre-Tertiary age 
that form the basement complex beneath the San Joaquin Valley. The Coast Ranges contain folded and 
faulted sedimentary rocks of Mesozoic and Cenozoic age, which are similar to those rocks that underlie the 
Valley at depth and non-conformably overlie the basement complex; gently dipping to nearly horizontal 
sedimentary rocks of Tertiary and Quaternary age overlie the older rocks. These younger rocks are mostly 
of continental origin and were derived from the Sierra Nevada. The Coast Ranges evolved as a result of 
folding, faulting, and accretion of diverse geologic terrains. They are broken by numerous faults — the San 
Andreas Fault being the most notable feature. 
  

Based upon California Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) records for the ARCO #5424, 

(also identified as the ARCO AM/PM gasoline station) LUST site at 8024 Elder Creek Road, located 

approximately 100 feet west-northwest of the subject property beyond Power Inn Road, groundwater was 
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reported at depths between approximately 55 to 56 feet below ground surface (bgs) with groundwater flow 

calculated at 0.001 feet per foot in a southeasterly direction during the last monitoring event conducted in 

October 2013. However, local groundwater level and flow direction may vary due to seasonal fluctuations 

in precipitation, usage demands, geology, and/or surface topography. 

 

 

5.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE 

 

A site reconnaissance, which included a visual observation of the subject property and properties within the 

subject area, was conducted by SALEM’s environmental assessor on April 15, 2025. The objective of the 

site reconnaissance is to identify RECs, including the storage and handling of hazardous substances and 

petroleum products on or in the vicinity of the subject property which have the potential to environmentally 

impact on-site soils, surface water and groundwater. 

 

5.1 Observations 

Table I summarizes the visual observations made during our site reconnaissance. A discussion of the 

physical observations follows Table I. Refer to the Site Map (Figure 1) and color photographs following 

the text for the locations of the features discussed in this section of the report.

The subject property comprises an approximate 8.76-acre irregular-shaped lot comprised of four parcels of 

land (Sacramento County APNs 040-0101-003-0000, 040-0101-012-0000, 040-0101-013-0000, and 040-

0101-020-0000) located on the southeast corner of Power Inn Road and Elder Creek Road in Sacramento, 

California. Addresses associated with the subject property include: 6441 Power Inn Road, 8128 Elder Creek 

Road, and 8140 Elder Creek Road. At the time of SALEM’s site reconnaissance, the subject property was 

vacant land. 
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• During visual observations of the subject property, no hazardous substances or petroleum products 

were observed to be stored or handled on the subject property. Exposed surface soils did not exhibit 

obvious signs of discoloration. No other obvious evidence (vent pipes, fill pipes, dispensers, etc.) 

of USTs was noted within the area observed. No standing water or major depressions were observed 

on the subject property. No indications of former structures, such as foundations, were observed on 

the subject property.  

 

• An approximately 8-foot by 8-foot concrete pad with an approximately 1.5-foot by 3.5-foot vault 

approximately 2 feet deep was observed in the central portion of the subject property. An 

approximately 3-foot-high traffic protection fence was located surrounding the pad. A 4-inch 

diameter pipe stub with standing water was observed in the base of the vault and two 4-inch pipe 

stubs were observed along the west edge of the vault. According to an ALTA/NSPS Land Title 

Survey conducted on the subject property in June 2020 prepared by Praxis Land Surveying, the 

feature is the foundation of a former pad-mounted electrical transformer. The ground surface 

around the pad displayed no evidence of discoloration or stressed vegetation.  

 

• High-voltage electrical transmission lines operated by PG&E were observed located along the 

southern subject property boundary running in a northwest-southeast direction. No on-site pole- or 

pad-mounted electrical transformers were observed to be associated with the high-voltage electrical 

transmission lines.  

 

5.2 Adjacent Streets and Property Usage 

Table II summarizes the adjacent streets and properties uses observed during the SALEM’s site 

reconnaissance.

Based on the observed uses of the properties located immediately adjacent to the subject property, it is unlikely 

that significant quantities of hazardous substances or petroleum products are stored or handled at the adjoining 

properties with the exception of the adjoining ARCO AM/PM gasoline station to the west-northwest, which 

stores large quantities of gasoline. The ARCO AM/PM gasoline station at 8024 Elder Creek Road, located 

up-gradient and adjoining (approximately 100 feet west) the subject property on the southwest southeast 

corner of the intersection of Elder Creek Road and Power Inn Road, was identified in EDR’s Radius Map 

Report on the UST FINDER RELEASE, UST, LUST, Sacramento Co. CS, CERS HAZ WASTE, SWEEPS 

UST, CERS TANKS, CORTESE, CERS, and UST FINDER databases as having had an unauthorized release 

of gasoline, discovered on January 10, 2000, which impacted soil, soil vapor, and groundwater beneath the 

facility. The petroleum hydrocarbon-impacted media was remediated under the regulatory agency supervision 

of the Sacramento County Environmental Management Department (SCEMD) which issued a “case closed” 

designation on November 3, 2014. Based upon various influencing factors including the current regulatory 

agency status (“case closed”), and identification of a Responsible Party (RP) for assessment and remediation 

costs, the ARCO AM/PM gasoline station LUST site is deemed to have a low potential to environmentally 

impact the subject property and therefore, does not present an REC to the subject property. 
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5.3 Potable Water Source 

SALEM’s research indicates that no potable water is currently supplied to the subject property. Upon 

redevelopment, the water purveyor for the subject property will be the Sacramento Department of Utilities 

(SDOU). The SDOU’s water quality monitoring is an on-going program with water samples obtained on a 

regular basis. It is the responsibility of the SDOU to provide customers with potable water in compliance 

with the California State Maximum Contaminant Levels (MCLs) for primary drinking water constituents 

in water supplied to the public. Water sampling was not conducted to verify water quality. 

 

SALEM’s review of historical aerial photographs indicates that multiple dwellings were historically located 

within the northeast portion of the subject property from at least 1937 through 2006. Review of SCEMD 

records indicate two domestic water wells associated with the former on-site dwellings. Records indicate 

the water well associated with 8128 Elder Creek Road was permitted for proper abandonment on May 11, 

2008 and the water well associated with 8140 Elder Creek Road was permitted for proper abandonment on 

May 28, 1985. It is unknown if an additional domestic water well is currently located in the vicinity of the 

former on-site dwellings. A water well was not observed in the on-site location of the former dwelling 

during SALEM’s site reconnaissance. If a water well is identified during the redevelopment of the subject 

property, it should be properly destroyed in accordance with State and local guidelines. 

 

5.4 Sewage Disposal System 

On March 25, 2025, the Sacramento Area Sewer District (SASD) was contacted regarding sewer service 

for the subject property. According to SASD, no records are on file for the subject property addresses. 

SALEM’s review of historical aerial photographs indicates that multiple structures and dwellings were 

historically located within the north and northeast portions of the subject property from at least 1937 through 

2006. Prior to the availability of being connected to the public sewer system, the subject property likely 

utilized septic systems for sewage disposal. However, it is unknown if any septic systems are currently 

located on the subject property. The presence of the septic system is not anticipated to adversely impact the 

subject property. If a septic system is identified during the redevelopment of the subject property, it should 

be properly abandoned or destroyed in accordance with State and local guidelines. 

 

5.5 Heating and Cooling Source 

SALEM was unable to determine the heat source for the former structures on the north portion of the subject 

property from at least 1937 until 2006. No documentation of fuel oil use was identified during review of 

reasonably ascertainable records and no visual evidence of fuel oil use was identified during the site 

reconnaissance. There is no documentation of fuel oil AST or UST to have been used at the subject property 

and for a release to have occurred. However, based upon SALEM’s experience, contamination which could 

be associated with a release would likely present a de minimis condition. If a fuel oil UST is discovered in the 

future and/or evidence of a release of historical fuel oil is identified, further evaluation may be necessary. 

 

 

6.0 USER-PROVIDED INFORMATION 

 

 A review of a User-provided Title Report and a Phase I ESA User Questionnaire was conducted in order 

to help identify pertinent information regarding potential environmental impacts associated with the subject 

property.  

 

6.1 Title Report 

Several Commitment for Title Insurance Reports for the subject property by Fidelity National Title 

Insurance Company were provided for SALEM’s review. The Commitment for Title Insurance Report for 

Sacramento County APN 040-0101-012-0000 dated March 11, 2025, and the Commitment for Title 
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Insurance Report for Sacramento County APNs 040-0101-003-000, 040-0101-013-0000, and 040-0101-

020-000 dated March 20, 2025, were reviewed to identify potential deed restrictions, environmental liens, 

or activity and use limitations (AULs) which may have occurred on or exist in connection with the subject 

property as indicated by the Commitment for Title Insurance Reports. SALEM’s review of the Commitment 

for Title Insurance Reports indicated no deed restrictions, environmental liens, or AULs for the subject 

property. Please refer to Appendix A for a copy of the Commitment for Title Insurance Reports. 

 

6.2 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment User Questionnaire 

On March 24, 2025, a completed Phase I ESA User Questionnaire was completed by Mr. Jesse Kent with 

Guggenheim Development Services, LLC. Please refer to Appendix B for a copy of the completed Phase I 

ESA User Questionnaire. 

 

In order to quality for one of the Landowner Liability Protections (LLPs) offered by the Small Business 

Liability Relief and Brownfields Revitalization Act of 2001 (the “Brownfields Amendments”), the user 

must provide the following information (if available) to the environmental professional. Failure to provide 

this information could result in a determination that “all appropriate inquiry” is not complete. The user is 

asked to provide information or knowledge of the following: 

 

➢ Environmental cleanup liens that are filed or recorded against the site. 

➢ Activity and land use limitations that are in place on the site or that have been filed or recorded in 

a registry. 

➢ Specialized knowledge or experience of the person seeking to quality for the LLPs. 

➢ Relationship of the purchase price to the fair market value of the property if it were not contaminated. 

➢ Commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information about the property. 

➢ The degree of obviousness of the presence or likely presence of contamination at the property, and 

the ability to detect the contamination by appropriate investigation. 

 

According to Mr. Kent, to the best of his knowledge as the user of this Phase I ESA, no environmental 

cleanup liens have been filed or recorded against the subject property. Mr. Kent indicated that he did not 

have knowledge of any past or current spills or chemical releases or environmental cleanups at the subject 

property. Additionally, Mr. Kent indicated if the purchase price being paid for the subject property 

reasonably reflects the fair market value. 

 

 

7.0 SITE USAGE SURVEY 

 

In order to assess the subject property’s history, SALEM reviewed a Phase I ESA Owner Questionnaire, 

historical aerial photographs, building department records, city directories, planning department records 

and SFIMs.  

 

7.1 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Owner Questionnaire  

On March 25, 2025 Phase I ESA Owner Questionnaire was completed by Mr. Mohammed Abdul. The Phase 

I ESA Owner Questionnaire is designed to provide pertinent information regarding potential environmental 

and historical impacts associated with the subject property. Mr. Abdul reported that he has owned the subject 

property for over four years. Mr. Abdul did not indicate what the subject property is currently used for.  

 

According to Mr. Abdul, to the best of his knowledge, no on-site treatment or discharge of waste; no use, 

storage or disposal of hazardous substances and/or petroleum products; no existing or former UST or ASTs; 

no hazardous material spills; no buried materials; or any additional items of environmental concern were 
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associated with the subject property. Mr. Abdul has no knowledge of former use of the subject property, 

on-site leach fields, dry wells, domestic or irrigation wells, sumps, or disposal ponds. Please refer to 

Appendix C for a copy of the Phase I ESA Owner Questionnaire. 

 
7.2 Historical Aerial Photograph Review 

Historical aerial photographs of the subject property and vicinity dated 1937, 1947, 1957, 1964, 1966, 1972, 
1984, 1993, 1998, 2006, 2009, 2012, 2016, and 2020 were reviewed to evaluate changes in land-use for the 
subject property. The historical aerial photographs were supplied by EDR. Refer to Appendix D for a copy 
of the EDR-provided aerial photographs. A summary of the aerial photography is provided below:  
 

➢ 1937 Aerial Photograph 

The northeast portion of the subject property appears to be developed with multiple residential 
dwellings and outbuildings. The northwest and south portions of the subject property appear to be 
agricultural land utilized for the cultivation of field crops. A paved road, Elder Creek Road, adjoins 
the subject property to the north beyond which is agricultural land utilized for the cultivation of 
orchards. The east and south adjoining properties appear to be agricultural land utilized for the 
cultivation of field crops. A paved road, Power Inn Road, adjoins the subject property to the west, 
beyond which is agricultural land utilized for the cultivation of field crops and single family residential. 

 
➢ 1947 Aerial Photograph 

The conditions on the subject property and adjoining properties are similar to the 1937 aerial 
photograph, with the exception of the north adjoining property where the agricultural use has 
changed from orchards to filed crops.  

 
➢ 1957 Aerial Photograph 

The conditions on the subject property and adjoining properties are similar to the 1952 aerial 
photograph, with the exception of the west adjoining property which appears to have additional 
single-family residential development. 

 
➢ 1964 Aerial Photograph 

The northwest portion of the subject property appears to be developed with a large commercial 
structure. The northeast portion of the subject property appears to be developed with two single-
family residences. The south portion of the subject property appears to be vacant land. Elder Creek 
Road is apparent along the north subject property boundary, beyond which is agricultural land 
utilized for the cultivation of field crops. The east adjoining property appears to be vacant land and 
single-family residential. The south adjoining property appears to be vacant land. Power Inn Road 
is apparent along the west subject property boundary beyond which is single-family residential.  

 
➢ 1966 Aerial Photograph 

The conditions on the subject property appear similar to the 1964 aerial photograph, with the 
exception of the southwest portion of the subject property which exhibits characteristics of a recent 
fire. The conditions of the east, south, and west adjoining properties appear similar to the 1964 
aerial photograph. Elder Creek Road is apparent along the north subject property boundary, beyond 
which is vacant land and a large commercial/industrial structure indicative of a warehouse. 

 
➢ 1972 Aerial Photograph 

The conditions on the subject property appear similar to the 1966 aerial photograph, with the 
exception of the evidence of a fire that is no longer apparent. The conditions of all adjoining 
properties appear similar to the 1966 aerial photograph, with the exception of the west-northwest 
adjoining property appears to be a vacant lot.  
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➢ 1984 Aerial Photograph 

The conditions on the subject property and south adjoining properties appear similar to the 1972 

aerial photograph. Elder Creek Road is apparent along the north subject property boundary, beyond 

which is developed with two commercial structures of similar size and orientation as the multi-

tenant commercial structures observed during SALEM’s site reconnaissance and a large 

commercial/industrial structure indicative of a warehouse. The east adjoining property appears to 

be comprised of a single-family residence, a large commercial structure of similar size and 

orientation as the Northridge Commerce Center observed during SALM’s site reconnaissance, and 

vacant land. Power Inn Road is apparent along the west subject property boundary beyond which 

is a vacant lot, single-family residential development, and a small facility indicative of the PG&E 

switch yard observed during SALEM’s site reconnaissance.  

 

➢ 1993 Aerial Photograph 

The conditions on the subject property appear similar to the 1984 aerial photograph, with the 

exception of the northeast portion of the subject property formerly developed with a single-family 

residence that appears to be a vacant lot. The conditions of all adjoining properties appear similar 

to the 1966 aerial photograph, with the exception of the west-northwest adjoining property which 

appears to be developed as a gasoline service station.  

 

➢ 1998 Aerial Photograph 

The conditions on the subject property and adjoining properties are similar to the 1993 aerial 

photograph.  

 

➢ 2006 Aerial Photograph 

The majority of the subject property appears to be vacant land; a single-family residence is apparent 

in the north-central portion of the subject property. The conditions of all adjoining properties appear 

similar to the 1998 aerial photograph, with the exception of the southwest adjoining property which 

appears to be developed as the FedEx Ground facility observed during SALEM’s site reconnaissance. 

 

➢ 2009 Aerial Photograph 

The subject property appears to be vacant land; no structures are apparent located on the subject 

property. The conditions of all adjoining properties appear similar to the 2006 aerial photograph.  

 

➢ 2012 Aerial Photograph 

The conditions on the subject property and adjoining properties are similar to the 2009 aerial 

photograph.  

 

➢ 2016 Aerial Photograph 

The conditions on the subject property and adjoining properties are similar to the 2012 aerial 

photograph.  

 

➢ 2020 Aerial Photograph 

The conditions on the subject property and adjoining properties are similar to the 2012 aerial 

photograph.  

 

7.3 Building Permits 

On March 25, 2025, a records request was made to the City of Sacramento Building Department (SBD) for 

the subject property addresses of 6441 Power Inn Road, 8128 Elder Creek Road, and 8140 Elder Creek Road. 

According to the SBD, the earliest permit identified was for the construction of a 17,8520 square-foot 
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grocery store at 6441 Power Inn Road dated June 11, 1962. Violations identified with the subject property 

building were associated with a demolition permit of the commercial structure at 6441 Power Inn Road 

dated April 29, 2004 and consisting of unsafe electrical, plumbing, mechanical, structural, and occupancy 

issues; all violations were addressed by demolishing the structure. No building permits for USTs, ASTs, or 

septic systems were on file for the subject property. Pertinent permits are listed below in Table III, including 

date of issue, type of record and a brief description if applicable. Please refer to Appendix E for copies of 

pertinent SBD records.

7.4 City Directories 

On March 25, 2025, SALEM contracted with EDR to provide a City Directory Abstract Report dated 1920 

through 2020 for the subject property and adjoining properties. The subject property address of 8128 Elder 

Creek Road was listed as residential from 1961 through 2014. The subject property address of 8140 Elder 

Creek Road was listed as residential from 1961 through 1980 and had an additional listing as an engineering 

company and mobile equipment broker in 1975. The subject property address of 6441 Power Inn Road was 

listed as Power Inn Market and Grocery from 1966 through 1980, Nikkel Moulding Co in 1970, Inside 

Redwood Products in 1992, Power Inn Billiards from 1992 through 2000, United Museum in 1992, Coker 

Cues from 1992 through 1995, Better Look Auto Detailing in 1999, The Appliance Guys in 1999, 1st Choice 

Auto Sales in 2005, and as residential from 1992 through 1999.  

 

The listed occupants of the adjoining properties did not appear likely to store or handle significant quantities 

of hazardous substance or petroleum products, with the exception of the ARCO AM/PM gasoline station listed 

from 2005 through 2010 at 8024 Elder Creek Road, located adjoining the subject property to the west-

northwest. The ARCO AM/PM gasoline station is identified as having had an unauthorized release of gasoline 

discovered on January 10, 2000, which impacted soil, soil vapor, and groundwater beneath the facility. The 

petroleum hydrocarbon-impacted media was remediated under the regulatory agency supervision of the 

SCEMD and a “case closed” designation was issued on November 3, 2014. Based upon various influencing 

factors including the current regulatory agency status (“case closed”), and identification of a RP for 
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assessment and remediation costs, the ARCO AM/PM gasoline station LUST site is deemed to have a low 

potential to environmentally impact the subject property and therefore, does not present an REC to the subject 

property. Please refer to Appendix F for a copy of the EDR-provided City Directory Image Report. 

 

7.5 Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps 

SALEM reviews SFIMs to evaluate prior land use at the subject property and adjacent properties. SFIMs 

typically exist for cities with populations of 2,000 or more, the coverage dependent on the location of the 

property. On March 25, 2025 SALEM contracted with EDR to provide a Fire Insurance Map Abstract 

indicating the availability of historic SFIMs for the subject property and adjacent properties as far back as 

1867. EDR’s search of collections at the Library of Congress, University Publications of America, and 

various public and local sources revealed no coverage for the subject property and adjacent properties. 

Please refer to Appendix G for a copy of the EDR-provided SFIM No Coverage Certificate.  

 

7.6 Agricultural Chemicals 

Review of historical aerial photographs dating to 1937 indicates that the southern portion of the subject 

property was utilized for agricultural purposes for the cultivation of field crops from at least 1937 until at 

least 1947. Based upon the length of time since the subject property was last used for agricultural purposes, 

as well as the disking activities conducted on the subject property for weed abatement which likely disturbed 

and mixed shallow on-site soils, it is not anticipated that elevated concentrations of environmentally 

persistent pesticides would be found in the near-surface soils of the subject property. Generally, SALEM’s 

sampling and analysis of surface soils from properties with similar histories has typically yielded non-

detectable concentrations of environmentally persistent pesticides. The potential for elevated 

concentrations of environmentally persistent pesticides to exist in the near-surface soils of the subject 

property, which would require regulatory action, is low. Therefore, the historical agricultural use of the 

subject property does not present an REC to the subject property. 

 

7.7 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Interview - Previous Owner 

A Phase I ESA interview with the previous owner of the subject property was not reasonable ascertainable.  

 

7.8 Previous Environmental Reports 

SALEM was not provided with additional environmental reports for the subject property. 

 

 

8.0 REGULATORY AGENCY RECORDS REVIEW 

 

SALEM conducted a review of regulatory agency records for the purpose of determining if hazardous 

substances or petroleum products have been stored or handled on the subject property and area properties 

of environmental concern. The most current records available were reviewed.  

 

California EPA, Department of Toxic Substances Control  

SALEM’s March 25, 2025 review of the California Environmental Protection Agency, Department of Toxic 

Substances Control (DTSC) Envirostor California cleanup sites database available via the DTSC Internet 

Website which tracks federal superfund sites, state response sites, voluntary cleanup sites, and school 

cleanup sites, indicated that no records of cleanup sites are on file with the DTSC for the subject property 

or adjoining properties.  

 

The subject property address of 6441 Power Inn Road was listed on the DTSC website. Gina Munroe was 

listed as having had a temporary EPA generator identification number. The EPA generator identification 

number (ID# CAC001146632), was activated on March 27, 1997 and was last updated on October 25, 2000.  
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According to the listing, approximately 0.1042 tons of “unspecified oil-containing waste” was disposed of 
at a transfer station. No Notices of Violation (NOV) regarding hazardous material storage or handling 
practices were reported in the DTSC records for this EPA number. 
 
California Regional Water Quality Control Board 

SALEM’s March 25, 2025 review of the RWQCB GeoTracker LUST database available via the RWQCB 
Internet Website indicated no records of LUSTs are on file with the RWQCB for the subject property. 
However, the following records of LUSTs are on file with the RWQCB for the adjoining property: 
 
The ARCO AM/PM gasoline station at 8024 Elder Creek Road, adjoining the subject property to the west-
northwest beyond Power Inn Road, is identified as having had an unauthorized release of gasoline discovered 
on January 10, 2000, which impacted soil, soil vapor, and groundwater beneath the facility. The petroleum 
hydrocarbon-impacted media was remediated under the regulatory agency supervision of the SCEMD, and a 
“case closed” designation was issued on November 3, 2014. Based upon various influencing factors including 
the current regulatory agency status (“case closed”), and identification of a RP for assessment and remediation 
costs, the ARCO AM/PM gasoline station LUST site is deemed to have a low potential to environmentally 
impact the subject property and therefore, does not present an REC to the subject property. 
 
California Division of Oil, Gas, and Geothermal Resources 

SALEM reviewed the California Division of Oil, Gas, and Geothermal Resources (DOGGR) website 
(http://maps.conservation.ca.gov/doms/index.html) to evaluate the potential for existing/former oil, gas, or 
geothermal wells on the subject property or adjoining properties. The subject property is located within 
DOGGR Northern District. The subject property vicinity is not located within an oil, gas, or geothermal 
field. The review of DOGGR information does not indicate that an oil, gas, or geothermal well has been 
drilled on the subject property or adjoining properties.  
 
Sacramento County Environmental Management Department  

On March 25, 2025, the SCEMD was contacted regarding public records of the subject property addresses 
of 6441 Power Inn Road, 8128 Elder Creek Road, and 8140 Elder Creek Road. Records on file with 
SCEMD include: a permit for exploratory soil borings at 6441 Power Inn Road and 8128 Elder Creek Road 
dated March 3, 2020; a permit to destroy a domestic water well at 8128 Elder Creek Road dated March 10, 
2008; and a permit to destroy a domestic water well at 8140 Elder Creek Road dated June 12, 1985. No 
records regarding USTs, historical hazardous/flammable permits, hazardous materials handling, and 
unauthorized releases of hazardous substances or petroleum products were identified. Please refer to 
Appendix H for copies of SCEMD provided records. 
 
City of Sacramento Fire Department 

On March 25, 2025, the City of Sacramento Fire Department (SFD) was contacted regarding records of 
historical hazardous/flammable permits, hazardous materials handling, hazardous/flammable incidents, and/ 
or USTs for the subject property APNs 040-0101-003-0000, 040-0101-012-0000, 040-0101-013-0000, and 
040-0101-020-0000 and addresses of 6441 Power Inn Road, 8128 Elder Creek Road, and 8140 Elder Creek 
Road. According to a representative of the SFD, no records were on file for the subject property addresses. 
 

Local Area Tribal Records 

According to the EDR Radius Map Report, no tribal records are listed for the subject or adjoining properties.  
 

8.1 Standard Environmental Record Sources 

EDR performed a search of federal, state, and local regulatory agency databases for the subject property 

and surrounding area. The various search distances as required by ASTM E1527-21 extended up to one 

mile from the subject property. Several agencies have published documents that list businesses or properties 
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which have handled hazardous materials or hazardous waste or may have had a documented release of 

hazardous substances or petroleum products. The databases consulted in the course of this assessment were 

compiled by EDR on March 25, 2025 and represent reasonably ascertainable current listings. SALEM did 

not verify the locations and distances of every site listed by EDR. SALEM verified locations and distances 

of the sites SALEM deemed as having a potential to environmentally impact the subject property. The 

actual location of the off-site properties identified may differ from the EDR listing. Table IV summarizes 

the listed properties located within the specified ASTM Search Radii. The EDR Radius Map report is 

included in Appendix I.

The subject property addresses of 8128 and 8140 Elder Creek Road were not identified in the EDR-provided 

government database report. The subject property address of 6441 Power Inn Road was listed in the EDR-

provided government database report on the HWTS and HAZNET databases for the off-site disposal of 

approximately 0.1042 tons of “unspecified oil-containing waste” at a transfer station in 1997. No NOVs 
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regarding hazardous material/hazardous waste storage and handling practices were identified. Additionally, 

the subject property was not listed on any government databases of known or reported releases of hazardous 

substances or petroleum products to the subsurface. Therefore, the listing of the subject property on these 

databases does not present an REC to the subject property. 

 

The following sites with reported releases of hazardous substances or petroleum products to the subsurface 

were reported within a one-eighth-mile radius of the subject property:  

 

• The ARCO #5424, (also referred to as the ARCO AM/PM gasoline station) at 8024 Elder Creek 

Road, identified by EDR as being located approximately 155 feet west-northwest and up-gradient 
of the subject property, was identified in the EDR-provided Radius Map Report on the UST 

FINDER RELEASE, UST, LUST, Sacramento Co. CS, CERS HAZ WASTE, SWEEPS UST, 
CERS TANKS, Cortese, Sacramento CO. ML, CERS, and UST FINDER databases as having had 

an unauthorized release of gasoline discovered on January 10, 2000, which impacted soil, soil 
vapor, and groundwater beneath the facility. The petroleum hydrocarbon-impacted media was 

remediated under the regulatory agency supervision of the SCEMD, and a “case closed” 
designation was issued on November 3, 2014. Based upon various influencing factors including 

the current regulatory agency status (“case closed”), and identification of a RP for assessment and 
remediation costs, the ARCO #5424/ARCO AM/PM gasoline station LUST site is deemed to have 

a low potential to environmentally impact the subject property and therefore, does not present an 
REC to the subject property. 

 

• The M & B facility (also referred to as the Black Magic Products, Mill Surplus Outlet) at 8137 

Elder Creek Road, identified by EDR as being located approximately 199 feet north-northeast and 
cross-gradient of the subject property was identified in the EDR-provided Radius Map Report on 

the UST FINDER RELEASE, LUST, Sacramento Co. CS, CERS, Cortese, and HIST CORTESE 
databases as having had an unauthorized release of gasoline discovered on July 14, 1988, which 

impacted soil beneath the facility. The petroleum hydrocarbon-impacted media was remediated 
under the regulatory agency supervision of the SCEMD, and a “case closed” designation was issued 

on March 19, 1996. Based upon various influencing factors including the current regulatory agency 
status (“case closed”), and identification of a RP for assessment and remediation costs, the M & 

BLUST site is deemed to have a low potential to environmentally impact the subject property and 
therefore, does not present an REC to the subject property. 

 

• The Former Service Station at 6300 Power Inn Road, identified by EDR as being located 
approximately 411 feet north-northwest and up-gradient of the subject property, was identified in 

the EDR-provided Radius Map Report on the UST FINDER RELEASE, EDR Hist Auto, LUST, 
Sacramento Co. CS, Cortese, HIST CORTESE, Sacramento Co. ML, CERS, and UST FINDER 

databases as having had an unauthorized release of gasoline discovered on June 1, 1988. The 

petroleum hydrocarbon-impacted media was remediated under the regulatory agency supervision 
of the SCEMD which issued a “case closed” designation on September 4, 1990. Based upon various 

influencing factors including the current regulatory agency status (“case closed”), and identification 
of a RP for assessment and remediation costs, the Former Service Station LUST site is deemed to 

have a low potential to environmentally impact the subject property and therefore, does not present 
an REC to the subject property. 

 

• The subject property is located within a region of known groundwater contamination identified as the 

US Army Sacramento Depot (SAAD), which is designated by the U.S. EPA as a NPL site under the 

CERCLA. the US Army Sacramento Depot at Fruitridge Road, identified by EDR as being located 
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approximately 1,309 feet east-northeast and cross-gradient of the subject property was identified in 

the EDR-provided Radius Map Report on the NPL, SEMS, CORRECTS, RCRA-TSDF, RCRA-

SQG, US ENG CONTROLS, US INST CONTROLS, HIST UST, CA FID UST, ROD, PADS, 

FTTS, HIST FTTS, DOCKET HWC PFAS NPL, E MANIFEST, EMI, HWTS, and HAZNET 

databases as having had an unauthorized release of heavy metals discovered on April 1, 1984. 

SALEM’s research indicates the south boundary of influence of the SAAD NPL site is located at 

Elder Creek Road approximately 900 feet northeast of the east subject property boundary; current 

groundwater treatment operations are conducted approximately 1 mile northeast of the subject 

property. Based upon various influencing factors including the distance of the active remediation area 

of the SAAD NPL site from the subject property (approximately 1 mile), identification of a RP for 

assessment and remediation costs, and availability of a public water system to provide potable water 

to the subject property, the SAAD NPL site is deemed to have a low potential to environmentally 

impact the subject property and therefore, does not present an REC to the subject property. 

 

In general, only hazardous substances or petroleum products released from facilities located approximately 

up-gradient and within a few hundred feet of the subject property, or in a cross-gradient direction close to 

the subject property, are judged to have a reasonable potential of migrating to the subject property. This 

opinion is based on the assumption that materials generally do not migrate large distances laterally within 

the soil, but rather tend to migrate with groundwater in the general direction of groundwater flow. 

 

One orphan site was identified in the EDR-provided government database report. Based upon SALEM’s 

visual observations made during our site reconnaissance, as well as various influencing factors including 

approximate distance from the subject property, the orphan site is deemed to have a low potential to 

environmentally impact the subject property.  

 

No engineering control sites, sites with institutional controls, or sites with deed restrictions were listed for 

the subject property, adjoining, or vicinity properties in the EDR-provided government database report.  

 

No Indian reservations or LUSTs on Indian land were reported on the subject property, adjoining, or vicinity 

properties in the EDR-provided government database report.  

 

The remaining properties identified by EDR within the specified search radius of the subject property, 

which appeared on local, state, or federally published lists of sites that have had releases of hazardous 

substances or petroleum products, were determined through SALEM’s field observations to be of sufficient 

distance and/or situated hydraulically cross/down-gradient of the subject property, such that impacts to the 

subject property are not likely. 

 

 

9.0 POTENTIAL VAPOR ENCROACHMENT CONDITION 

 

Vapor intrusion is a way by which chemicals in soil and groundwater can migrate into indoor air. Chemical 

vapors moving up through soil and into a building are a potential source of indoor air contamination and may 

pose a risk to human health. In evaluating the potential for a vapor encroachment condition (VEC) on the 

subject property, SALEM attempted to determine if there was information indicating that chemicals of concern 

were located within the “critical distance,” defined as the lineal distance between the nearest edge of a 

contaminated plume and the nearest target property boundary. Based on ASTM E2600-22 Standard Guide for 

Vapor Encroachment Screening on Property Involved in Real Estate Transactions, the “critical distance” is 

equal to 100 feet, with the exception of dissolved petroleum hydrocarbons, which have a “critical distance” of 

30 feet. If non-aqueous phase petroleum hydrocarbons are present, the 100-foot “critical distance” is utilized.

9.1 Vapor Encroachment Screening 

SALEM has performed a Vapor Encroachment Screening (Tier 1) in general accordance with the scope and 

limitations of ASTM Standard Practice E2600-22 for the subject property. SALEM utilized site and site 

vicinity specific criteria including groundwater gradient, distance of area properties of environmental concern 

from the subject property, and the types of constituents of concern which were released to evaluate potential 

vapor encroachment issues. The purpose of this Vapor Encroachment Screening (Tier 1) is to identify the 

existing or potential Vapor Encroachment Conditions (VEC), (as defined by ASTM E2600-22) affecting the 

subject property. As part of the screening, SALEM has completed the following questionnaire, as duplicated 

from Section X3 of ASTM E2600-22.

10.0 BUSINESS ENVIRONMENTAL RISKS  

 

10.1 Asbestos-Containing Building Materials 

Asbestos is the name given to a number of naturally occurring, fibrous silicate minerals mined for their 

useful properties such as thermal insulation, chemical and thermal stability, and high tensile strength. 

Asbestos is commonly used as an acoustic insulator, thermal insulation, fire proofing and in other building 

materials. Friable asbestos-containing material (ACM), when dry, can be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced 

to powder by hand pressure. Non-friable ACM can be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to powder during 

machining, cutting, drilling, or other abrasive procedures. Friable ACM is more likely to release fibers 

when disturbed or damaged than non-friable ACM. Exposure to airborne friable asbestos may result in a 

potential health risk because persons breathing the air may breathe in asbestos fibers. Continued exposure 

can increase the amount of fibers that remain in the lung. Fibers embedded in lung tissue over time may 

cause serious lung diseases including: asbestosis, lung cancer, or mesothelioma. The Occupational Safety 

and Health Administration (OSHA) regulation 29 CFR 1926.1101 requires certain construction materials 

to be presumed to contain asbestos, for purposes of this regulation. All thermal system insulation (TSI), 

surfacing material, and asphalt/vinyl flooring that are present in a building constructed prior to 1981 and 

have not been appropriately tested are “presumed asbestos-containing material” (PACM).  

 

During SALEM’s site reconnaissance, no structures were observed on the subject property. Therefore, 

ACMs are not considered an on-site environmental concern at this time. 

 

10.2 Lead-Based Paint 

Lead is a highly toxic metal that affects virtually every system of the body. While adults can suffer from 

excessive lead exposures, the groups most at risk are fetuses, infants, and children under 6. The Consumer 

Product Safety Commission banned the use of lead in paint in 1978. Most manufactures, however, had 

ceased using lead well before this time. Paint applied after 1978 is not considered suspect LBP. Congress 

passed the Residential Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction Act of 1992, also known as “Title X,” to protect 

families from exposure to lead from paint, dust, and soil. Section 1018 of this law directed the Housing and 

Urban Development (HUD) and the US EPA to require the disclosure of known information on lead-based 

paint (LBP) and LBP hazards before the sale or lease of most housing built before 1978. Sellers, landlords, 

and their agents are responsible for providing this information to the buyer or renter before sale or lease. 

 

According to Section 1017 of Title X, “LBP hazard is any condition that causes exposure to lead from lead-

contaminated dust; bare, lead-contaminated soil; or LBP that is deteriorated or intact LBP present on 

accessible surfaces, friction surfaces, or impact surfaces that would result in adverse human health effects.”  

Therefore, under Title X intact lead-based paint on most walls and ceilings is not considered a “hazard,” 

although the condition of the paint should be monitored and maintained to ensure that it does not become 

deteriorated. LBP is defined as any paint, varnish, stain, or other applied coating that has 1.0 mg/cm2 (or 

5,000 µg/g by weight) or more of lead.  

 

During SALEM’s site reconnaissance, no structures were observed on the subject property. Therefore, LBP 

is not considered an on-site environmental concern at this time. 

 

10.3 Radon  

Radon is a naturally occurring gaseous substance resulting from the radioactive decay of uranium to radium 

and then to radon. Uranium is a common element found in many geologic formations and substrates, 

particularly igneous and metamorphic rocks. Radon has a half-life of only 3.8 days and decays to its 

daughter elements (polonium 218, polonium 214, bismuth 214, and lead 214). It is these daughter elements 

that represent the health hazard commonly associated with radon. Radon gas can enter a building through 
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cracks in the foundation and walls and become attached to dust particles and inhaled which could cause 

damage to human lung tissue. Radon is measured in picocuries per liter of air (pCi/L). The EPA has an 

established safe radon level of 4 pCi/L.  

 
Based on the EPA Radon Zone Map of California, the subject property is located within EPA Zone 3, which 
has a predicted indoor radon screening below 2 pCi/L. The EDR-provided radon data cites Sacramento 
County has 100% of 1st floor spaces with <4 pCi/L. However, radon levels may vary from one area to 
another and the only way to accurately assess radon gas levels on the subject property is to conduct a radon 
gas survey, which is beyond the scope of this assessment. 
 

10.4 Mold  

Molds are microscopic organisms found virtually everywhere, indoors, and outdoors. Mold will grow and 
multiply under the right conditions, needing only sufficient moisture (e.g.in the form of very high humidity, 
condensation, or water from a leaking pipe, etc.) and organic material (e.g., ceiling tile, drywall, paper, or 
natural fiber carpet padding). Mold growths often appear as discoloration, staining, or fuzzy growth on 
building materials or furnishings and are varied colors of white, gray, brown, black, yellow, and green. In 
large quantities, molds can cause allergic symptoms when inhaled or through the toxins the molds emit. 
 
During SALEM’s site reconnaissance, no structures were observed on the subject property. Therefore, mold 
is not considered an on-site environmental concern at this time. 
 
 
11.0 DISCUSSION OF FINDINGS  

 

Historical Uses 

The subject property consists of an approximately 8.76-acre irregular-shaped lot comprised of four parcels 
of land (Sacramento County APNs 040-0101-003-0000, 040-0101-012-0000, 040-0101-013-0000, and 
040-0101-020-0000) located on the southeast corner of Power Inn Road and Elder Creek Road in 
Sacramento, California. Addresses associated with the subject property include 6441 Power Inn Road, 8128 
Elder Creek Road, and 8140 Elder Creek Road.  
 
Review of historical aerial photographs dating to 1937 indicates that the southern portion of the subject 
property was utilized for agricultural purposes for the cultivation of field crops from at least 1937 until at least 
1947. Based upon the length of time since the subject property was last used for agricultural purposes, as well 
as the disking activities conducted on the subject property for weed abatement which likely disturbed and 
mixed shallow on-site soils, it is not anticipated that elevated concentrations of environmentally persistent 
pesticides would be found in the near-surface soils of the subject property. Generally, SALEM’s sampling 
and analysis of surface soils from properties with similar histories have typically yielded non-detectable 
concentrations of environmentally persistent pesticides. The potential for elevated concentrations of 
environmentally persistent pesticides to exist in the near-surface soils of the subject property, which would 
require regulatory action, is low. Therefore, the historical agricultural use of the subject property does not 
present an REC to the subject property. 
 
SALEM’s review of historical aerial photographs indicates that multiple residential dwellings were located 

within the northeast portion of the subject property from at least 1937 through 2006. According to the EDR-

provided City Directory Abstract Report, the subject property address of 8128 Elder Creek Road was listed 

as residential from 1961 through 2014; the subject property address of 8140 Elder Creek Road was listed 

as residential from 1961 through 1980 and had an additional listing as an engineering company and mobile 

equipment broker in 1975. The residential dwelling and barn historically located at 8128 Elder Creek Road 

was permitted for demolition on February 28, 2008. The residential dwelling, located at 8140 Elder Creek 
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Road was permitted for demolition on May 12, 1985. Review of SCEMD records indicate two domestic 

water wells associated with the former on-site dwellings. Records indicate the domestic water well 

associated with 8128 Elder Creek Road was permitted for proper abandonment on May 11, 2008 and the 

domestic water well associated with 8140 Elder Creek Road was permitted for proper abandonment on May 

28, 1985. It is unknown if an additional domestic water well is currently located in the vicinity of the former 

on-site dwellings. A domestic water well was not observed near the former dwelling locations during 

SALEM’s site reconnaissance. If a domestic water well(s) is/are identified during the redevelopment of the 

subject property, it/they should be properly destroyed in accordance with State and local guidelines.  

 

Prior to the availability of being connected to the public sewer system, the former dwellings historically 

located on the northeast portion of the subject property from at least 1937 through 2006 likely utilized septic 

systems for sewage disposal. However, it is unknown if any septic systems are currently located on the 

subject property. The presence of the septic system is not anticipated to adversely impact the subject 

property based on the presumed use for domestic purposes only. If a septic system(s) is/are identified during 

the redevelopment of the subject property, it/they should be properly abandoned or destroyed in accordance 

with State and local guidelines. 

 

The northwest portion of the subject property was permitted for the construction of a 17,8520 square-foot 

grocery store at 6441 Power Inn Road on June 11, 1962. According to the EDR-provided City Directory 

Abstract Report, the former commercial building at 6441 Power Inn Road was occupied by Power Inn 

Market and Grocery from 1966 through 1980, Nikkel Moulding Co in 1970, Inside Redwood Products in 

1992, Power Inn Billiards from 1992 through 2000, United Museum in 1992, Coker Cues from 1992 

through 1995, Better Look Auto Detailing in 1999, The Appliance Guys in 1999, 1st Choice Auto Sales in 

2005, and as residential from 1992 through 1999. The commercial structure at 6441 Power Inn Road was 

permitted for demolition on April 30, 2004. 

 

Based upon SALEM’s review of historical aerial photographs and contacts with state and local regulatory 

agencies, there is a low potential for RECs to exist in connection with the historical use of the subject 

property. 

 

Current Uses 

At the time of SALEM’s April 15, 2025 site reconnaissance, the subject property was vacant land. During 

the visual observations of the subject property, no hazardous substances or petroleum products were 

observed to be stored or handled on the subject property. Exposed surface soils did not exhibit obvious 

signs of discoloration. No other obvious evidence (vent pipes, fill pipes, dispensers, etc.) of USTs was noted 

within the area observed. No standing water or major depressions were observed on the subject property. 

No indications of former structures, such as foundations, were observed on the subject property.  

 

An approximately 8-foot by 8-foot concrete pad with an approximately 1.5-foot by 3.5-foot vault 

approximately 2 feet deep was observed in the central portion of the subject property. An approximately 3-

foot-high traffic protection fence was located surrounding the pad. A 4-inch diameter pipe stub with standing 

water was observed in the base of the vault and two 4-inch pipe stubs were observed along the west edge of 

the vault. According to an ALTA/NSPS Land Title Survey conducted on the subject property by Praxis Land 

Surveying in June 2020, the feature is the foundation of a former pad-mounted electrical transformer. The 

ground surface around the pad displayed no evidence of discoloration or stressed vegetation.  

 

High-voltage electrical transmission lines operated by PG&E were observed located along the southern 

subject property boundary running in a northwest-southeast direction. No on-site pole- or pad-mounted 

electrical transformers were observed to be associated with the high-voltage electrical transmission lines.  
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Based on SALEM’s, field observations, and contacts with state and local regulatory agencies, the potential 

for adverse environmental impacts to the subject property associated with current site use appears to be low 

and therefore, there is a low potential for RECs to exist in connection with the current use of the subject 

property.  

 

Adjoining Properties 

The ARCO AM/PM gasoline station at 8024 Elder Creek Road, adjoining the subject property to the west-

northwest beyond Power Inn Road, is identified as having had an unauthorized release of gasoline 

discovered on January 10, 2000 which impacted soil, soil vapor, and groundwater beneath the facility. The 

petroleum hydrocarbon-impacted media was remediated under the regulatory agency supervision of the 

SCEMD and a “case closed” designation was issued on November 3, 2014. Based upon various influencing 

factors including the current regulatory agency status (“case closed”), and identification of a RP for 

assessment and remediation costs, the ARCO AM/PM gasoline station LUST site is deemed to have a low 

potential to environmentally impact the subject property and therefore, does not present an REC to the 

subject property. 

 

Based on SALEM’s field observations, review of the EDR Radius Map Report and consultation with state 

and local regulatory agencies, the potential for RECs to exist in connection with the subject property from 

adjoining property uses appears to be low. 

 

11.1 Evaluation of Data Gaps/Data Failure 

In accordance with ASTM E1527-21 guidance, data gaps represent a lack of or inability to obtain 

information required by this practice despite good faith efforts by the environmental professional to gather 

such information. Data gaps may result from incompleteness in any of the activities required by this 

practice. Data failure represents the failure to achieve the historical research objectives of this practice even 

after reviewing the standard historical sources that are reasonably ascertainable and likely to be useful. Data 

failure is one type of data gap. The following is a summary of data gaps encountered in the process of 

preparing this report including an observation as the presumed significance of that data gap to the 

conclusions of this assessment. 

 

➢ Some of the intervals between documented sources exceeded five years. 

 

However, taken in consideration with the available information obtained in the course of preparing this 

report in conjunction with professional experience, there is no evidence to suggest that this data gap might 

alter the conclusions of this assessment. 

 

 

12.0 SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS  

 

We have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and limitations 

of ASTM Practice E1527-21 of the proposed 7-Eleven Fueling Station site (Sacramento County APNs 040-

0101-003-0000, 040-0101-012-0000, 040-0101-013-0000, and 040-0101-020-0000) to be located on the 

southeast corner of Power Inn Road and Elder Creek Road in Sacramento, California, the subject property. 

Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section 13 of this report. 

 

During the course of this assessment, SALEM identified no evidence of a REC in connection with the 

subject property as defined by ASTM E1527-21.

The issuing agent is the Company's agent only for the limited purpose of issuing title insurance commitments and policies.  The issuing agent is
not the Company's agent for closing, settlement, escrow, or any other purpose.

The applicant is requesting approval of a Special Permit to legally establish a flea 
market in the M2-5 zone. The use was initiated prior to the application being 
made. The applicant had assumed that the only permits required were the various 
City of Sacramento Tax Certificates and State Board of Equalization certificates 
for the operation of a retail business. The applicant is requesting approval of the 
Special Permit at this time to allow for the continued operation of the Flea Barn 
at this location. The intent of the Special Permit requirement is to ensure that the 
operation of a flea market is conducted in a manner which will make a positive 
contribution to the overall quality of life of the area where it is located. The 
Special Permit addresses parking, landscaping, screening, signage and other 
development standards for the flea market. 

On March 29, 1994 the Neighborhood Services Department, Neighborhood 
Improvement Division received a complaint from a passer-by, about the operation 
of the flea market without a Special Permit, (Case # 49498515). The applicant 
was contacted in April by Code Enforcement staff, and informed of the Special 
Permit requirement. The applicant was directed to cease operations or conform 
with the City Zoning Ordinance by May 13. 

On April 21, the applicant met with Planning staff to discuss the Special Permit 
requirements. As a result of that meeting, the Planning Department recommended 
to the Neighborhood Services Department Area Manger that the operation be 
allowed to remain in operation during the Special Permit application process, 
provided that an application was filed by May 13. This recommendation was 
based on the following circumstances: 1) there were no known public health and 
safety concerns regarding the business; 2) there were no outstanding 
neighborhood complaints that the Planning staff was aware of; 3) continued retail 
operation would be in accordance with the goals of the City Council to promote 
economic development; and 4) the applicant was made aware that the flea market 
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would not be allowed to continue to operate if the Planning Commission does not 
approve the Special Permit. The project application was filed May 12, 1994. 

Because_the_flea_market_was_initiated_without_the_necessary entitlements,  and 
has been in operation for some time, staff recommends that a time limit be placed 
on the applicant meeting the recommended conditions of project approval. If the 
Planning Commission approves the project, staff recommends that all conditions 
of approval be met within sixty days of Planning Commission approval. If the 
Planning Commission action is appealed all conditions of approval must be met 
within sixty days of final approval. 

STAFF EVALUATION:  Staff has the following comments: 

A. 	Policy Considerations  

The City General Plan establishes policies which deal with Quality of Life, (Sec. 
1-30). It is the policy of the City to enhance and maintain the quality of life of 
it's citizens by adhering to high standards for project and plan evaluation as they 
interact with the overall urban landscape. The proposal will be conditioned to be 
consistent with the Zoning Ordinance for flea market development criteria. 

It is the Goal of the City to promote new employment opportunities, particularly 
for the under employed and economically disadvantaged and to promote economic 
vitality and diversification of the local economy (Goal C, Goal ID Sec. 4-1). It is 
the policy of the City to actively expand employment opportunities for City 
residents, (Policy 3 Sec. 1-32). The project is consistent with the General Plan 
because it will provide employment opportunities for local residents. The 
applicant's Statement of Intent asserts that an objective of the proposal is to 
provide a service to the community by providing an opportunity for small business 
people to establish retail operations with low start-up costs (ATTACHMENT B). 

It is the Goal and Policy of the City to promote economic development through the 
re-use and revitalization of existing developed areas, with special emphasis on 
commercial and industrial districts, (Goal B Sec. 4-1, Policy 9 Sec. 1-36). The 
project is consistent with the General Plan because it will promote investment to 
develop a previously underutilized site for economic development through the re-
use.. .of existing urban development as a means to meet the needs of projected 
growth. The development of this partially vacant inf ill site is also consistent with 
the General Plan policy to fully utilize vacant lands which have previously been 
skipped over in the process of development (Policy 5 Sec. 1-34). 
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B. 	Project Discussion/Zoning Reauirements 

1. 	Land Use Compatibility 

The proposed project is consistent with the General Plan land use designation of 
Heavy Commercial or Warehouse. This designation includes lands developed with 
heavy commercial (printing, bakeries, laundries etc.), warehousing/distribution, and 
some light manufacturing activities. Activities in this category may have 
operation& impacts (truck traffic, noise, hours of operation) that would not be 
desirable adjacent to residential uses. 

The project site is zoned M2-S. The proposed use of a flea market is consistent 
with the M2-S zone, subject to the approval of a City Planning Commission 
Special Permit. The proposal is consistent with the surrounding land use nature 
of development in the area. 

Operation of the flea market will be subject to the standards of the Zoning Code 
regarding landscaped setbacks; screening adjacent to the residential use and 
screening of outdoor trash facilities; parking requirements and parking restrictions; 
the prohibition of construction of permanent structures in the outdoor vendor area; 
except in an emergency exterior loud speakers will be prohibited during the flea 
market operation; no overnight camping shall be permitted on the flea market site. 

The submitted site plan is consistent with setback requirements. The setback 
along the two street frontages meets the 25' landscaped buffer requirement of the 
M2-S zone. In recognizing that this is a previously developed site, staff finds the 
existing perimeter landscaping acceptable, provided that it is irrigated and 
maintained in a healthy, vigorous condition. 

The Zoning Ordinance has specific development standards for the establishment 
of a flea market in the M2-s zone (Sec.2E{45}). Staff has met with the applicant 
to discuss these development standards. The applicant has not requested a 
variance from any of these standards. All development standards have been 
included as conditions of project approval. 

2. 	Parking & Circulation 

The applicant proposes to share the existing on-site parking with the other on-site 
use, Power Inn Billiards. The applicant states that the hours of operation of the 
two uses should not conflict with peak demand. The flea market operates during 
the day, and it is dosed in the evening. The busy time for the billiard hall begins 
in the evening. During site visits staff did not see an excessive demand for 
parking. Staff has no objection to this request, provided that the flea market 
parking requirements of 1 space per 250 sq.st . indoor vendor area and 1 space 
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per 250 sq.ft. of outdoor vendor area are met. 

The applicant has not requested a variance from parking standards. There is not 
ad eq uate-area_on-site_to_m eet_t he _park ing_require me nts_f or_t he 1_2,4_70_gross 
square feet of vendor area which has been requested. Staff recommends that the 
gross square footage of the flea market be reduced to conform to the amount of 
parking available on-site. The maximum square footage _allowed will be 9000 
sq.ft. for all vendor activity. The applicant may configure the square footage 
indoors and outdoors, not to exceed 9000 sq.ft. A parking variance must be 
approved prior to any increase in the square footage of the flea market above 
9000 sq.ft. 

The submitted site plan shall be revised to orient parking so that vehicles do not 
back into the customer/vendor area. If parking demand exceeds the amount of 
parking provided, the vendor area shall be reduced to decrease the parking 
demand. No off-site parking will permitted. No on-site parking will be permitted 
on unimproved (dirt) surfaces. 

The applicant proposes that vendors be permitted to park their personal vehicle in 
the vending stall during hours of operations. Staff has no objection to this 
request, provided that no vendor vehicle movement shall occur during the hours 
the flea market is open to the public. 

C. 	Building Design/Signage  

The applicant is not proposing any exterior modifications to the existing building. 
The interior modifications will be subject to the review and approval of the Building 
Division. 

Total signage on the site currently exceeds the M2-S zone sign standards. The 
Building Division has previously contacted the billiard hall regarding non-
conforming signs. Also the previous grocery store use had signs that exceed the 
current allowed sign area in the M2-S zone. Staff recommends that the property 
owner correct the existing sign violations that are not related to the flea market. 

The applicant is not requesting a variance from the Sign Ordinance for the flea 
market use. The flea market will be conditioned to be consistent with the 
requirements of the Sign Ordinance. The applicant has completely painted over 
the front windows of the indoor vendor area with signage. Staff recommends that 
the lower one-half of the windows remain clear of paint or sign copy in the 
interest of public safety. 
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PROJECT REVIEW PROCESS: 

A. 	Environmental Determination  

This project has been found to be Categorically Exempt from the California 
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Article 19 (Sec. 15301 et.seq.) 

B. Public/Neighborhood/Business Association Comments 

Staff has received no comments opposing the project. 

The project was circulated for review and comment to the Avondale Action 
Committee and the Southeast Area Neighborhood Association. The Southeast 
Area Neighborhood Association has commented by telephone support foe the 
proposal. No comments have been received from other parties. 

C. Summary of Agency Comments 

The project was circulated for the review and. comment of the City Traffic 
Engineering, Engineering Development Services, Building Inspections, Fire and 
Police Departments; and the County Environmental Management Departments. 

Traffic Engineering 

1. The existing 35" foot driveway on Power Inn Road shall be permanently 
closed. 

2. The existing swing gate in the 26' foot driveway on Power Inn Road must 
be modified to no longer project into the public right-of-way. This gate 
must be closed during hours of operation. Parking shall be prohibited in this 
driveway. 

Public Works-Solid Waste Division 

	

1. 	The applicant should consult with Solid Waste Division staff in order to 
adequately incorporate recycling provisions into the project. 

Building Inspections  

	

1. 	A building permit will be required. The applicant has had a preliminary 
meeting with Building Division staff to discuss the extent of the 
improvements which will be required. 
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Police  

1. The Police Department objects to approval of this Special Permit. Issues 
	 include potential_over ,flow_parking_on surface_streets which_may_potentially 	 

result in increases in Police response time; the joint use of the site with the 
existing billiard hall; and the operation of a business offering the sale or 
exchange of personal property in the vicinity of the proposed State 
Corrections Reception Facility at the Sacramento Army Depot 
(ATTACHMENT C). 

2. If the Special Permit is approved, several conditions of approval are 
recommended. 

The project will be conditioned to provide adequate on-site parking. Planning staff 
has included the Police recommendations as conditions of project approval. 

County Environmental Management Department 

1. 	The applicant will need to submit for approval complete plan for all food 
service areas, janitorial areas, and restrooms and refuse storage areas; in 
order to obtain a Health Permit. 

PROJECT APPROVAL PROCESS:  

The Planning Commission has the authority to approve or deny the Special Permit. 
The Planning Commission action may be appealed to the City Council. The appeal 
must occur within 10 days of the Planning Commission action. 

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends the Planning Commission take the following 
actions: 

A. 	Approve the Special Permit to establish the "Flea Barn", a 12,470 sq.ft. "flea 
market" with 86 vending stalls, on 2+ developed acres in the M2-S zone; subject 
to the performance of conditions within sixty days of final approval.

The Police Department has reviewed the application by Sharon and Robert May to 
establish a 12,470 sq.ft. "flea market with 86 vending stalls , 37 of those stalls to be 
inside a 2,990 sq. ft. area adjacent to Power Inn Billiard Parlor and 49 stalls to be placed 
in the parking lot of the establishment and have numerous concerns and comments. 

This is an inappropriate plan for this location. This proposed project will create a major 
impact on the traffic flow on both Power Inn Road and Eider Creek Road. Even with a 
cut back for entry or exiting traffic queuing, the potential for congestion at the entry/exit 
point located nearest to the intersection is extreme. 

The shared use of the parking lot for parking and stalls is not realistic as evidenced by 
the volume of traffic that is present each weekend day at the flea market housed on 
Folsom Boulevard to the north. Once the parking lot reaches maximum capacity, 
motorists seek off-street parking or continue to circle the parking lot until a space is 

• available. As the diagram shows no pedestrian passages through the lot, this scenario 
could led to potential pedestrian versus vehicle encounters likely. The mixed use also 
will cause an _increased response time due to congestion of emergency vehicles, 

• possibly blocking police, fire and ambulances from entering the grounds. 

Also, not addressed in the diagram or the proposal are restroom facilities. This site is 
well known to the police department during it's use as a dance hall and the current 
operations of a billiard parlor. We demand that the flea market be held to the same 
restrictions as the dance hall and be self sufficient in terms of the restroom facilities and 
not use the facilities located in the billiard parlor. Similarly, the flea market is to secure 
the doors joining the billiard parlor to the flea market in a manner acceptable to the Fire 
Department and the Police Department and not allow transit between the two facilities 
by means of these passageways. Finally, we object to the sales of alcohol in conjunction 
to the operation of the flea market as the billiards parlor is currently licensed with an on-
sale general. 

If over our objections, the Commission does elect to offer a Special Use Permit to these 
operators, we insist that the following be added as conditions1pflt4e4p.ermit:

All State regulations regarding the operation of 'Ilea markets" will be observed and 
enforced. Specifically, the following:. 

The State of California Business and Professions Code Article 6 covers the 
reporting of personal property exchanged, sold or offered for sale or exchange 
at flea markets In compliance with Article 6, we shall require that the operators 
of the Flea Barn follow the provisions set forth in section 21664 and provide blank 
personal property for exchange or sale forms as prescribed by the California

3) if applicable, leased stall vendors shall obtain secondhand dealer permits in 
accordance to Business and Professions Code Article 4; unless, operators obtain 
one license for location and assume responsibility for reporting all sales of 
second-hand tangible property. 

4) No alcoholic beverages will be sold or consumed in the interior stalls area or in 
the parking lot of the building. 

All food service shall meet standards as required by County Health and Fire 
Department. 

We also have concerns regarding the operation of a business offering the sale or 
exchange of personal property at a location that is in the sphere of influence of the 
ororposed State Corrections Reception Facility. The Department anticipates that the

housing of the trustees in - the immediate area of the facility will attract hangers-on and 
other malefactors causing us to request financial assistance from the State to control 
the problems associated with the facility. We view this application as a potential problem 
spot due to the nature of flea market merchandise origin and sales. This project will 
definitely require additional law enforcement interaction and surveillance. 

We urge you to deny this application.
