The proposed project would subdivide a 20.3-acre vacant site into 82 lots. Lots 4 through 
82 would be for single-family homes and Lots 1 through 3 would be developed as a 
retention basin. The proposed lots range from 6,920 square feet to 18,568 square feet. The 
project would dedicate five streets, Streets A through D, and the western portion of 
Stevens Street. The project would have a gross density of 4 dwelling units per acre and a 
net density of 5.4 dwelling units per acre. The site’s zoning and land use designation is 
Single Family Residential (R-S1).

Biological Resources Mitigation Measure No. 1. Regardless of the time of year, a pre-construction 
clearance survey for nesting birds should be conducted no more than three (3) days prior to the start 
of any vegetation removal or ground disturbing activities to ensure that no nesting birds will be 
disturbed during construction. Biological Resources Mitigation Measure No. 2. Prior to the start of 
Project activities, focused burrowing owl surveys shall be conducted by a qualified biologist according 
to the Staff Report on Burrowing Owl Mitigation (CDFG 2012 or most recent version). Biological 
Resources Mitigation Measure No. 3. Prior to the initiation of construction activities (i.e., grubbing, 
clearing, staging, digging), a preconstruction survey for desert tortoise is recommended following the 
USFWS guidelines for Preparing for any Action that may occur Within the Range of the Mojave Desert 
Tortoise (Gopherus agassizii). Cultural Resources Mitigation Measure No. 1. In the event unanticipated 
cultural materials (arrowheads, grinding stones, etc.) or features (old foundations, cellars, privy pits, 
etc.) are encountered, even when potential occurrence has not previously been recognized, work must 
stop at the discovery site. A professional cultural resource consultant will need to evaluate the new find 
and present recommendations and options for further treatment. If the find is of prehistoric Native 
American origin consultation with Native American contacts will be required.
