This 

distance shall be permitted to be reduced to not less than 25 feet (7620 mm) where the drainage piping 

is constructed of materials approved for use within a building.

CA OWTS Policy 
7.5 Minimum horizontal setbacks from any OWTS treatment component and dispersal systems shall be as 
follows: 

7.5.1 5 feet from parcel property lines and structures; 

7.5.2 100 feet from water wells and monitoring wells, unless regulatory or legitimate data requirements 
necessitate that monitoring wells be located closer; 

7.5.3 100 feet from any unstable land mass or any areas subject to earth slides identified by a registered 
engineer or registered geologist; other setback distance are allowed, if recommended by a geotechnical 
report prepared by a qualified professional. 

7.5.4 100 feet from springs and flow ing surface water bodies where the edge of that water body is the 
natural or levied bank for creeks and rivers, or may be less where site conditions prevent migration of 
wastewater to the water body; 

7.5.5 200 feet from vernal pools, wetlands, lakes, ponds, or other surface wat er bodies where t he edge 
of that water body is the high water mark for lakes and reservoirs, and the mean high tide line for tidally 
influenced water bodies; 

7.5.6 150 feet from a public water well where the depth of the effluent dispersal system does not 
exceed 10 feet; 

7.5.7 Where the effluent dispersal system is within 1,200 feet from a public water systems' surface 
water intake point, within the cat chment of the drainage, and located such that it may impact water 
quality at the intake point such as upstream of the intake point for flowing water bodies, the dispersal 
system shall be no less than 400 feet from the high water mark of the reservoir, lake or flowing water 
body. 

7.5.8 Where the effluent dispersal system is located more than 1,200 feet but less than 2,500 feet from 
a public water systems' surface water intake point, wrthin the catchment of the drainage, and located 
such that it may impact water quality at the intake point such as upstream of the intake point for 
flowing water bod ies, the dispersal system shall be no less than 200 feet from the high water mark of 
the reservoir, lake or flowing water body. 

7.6 Prior to issuing a permit to install an OWTS the permitting agency shall determine if the OWTS is within 
1,200 feet of an intake point for a surface water treatment plant for drinking water, is in the drainage catchment 
in which the intake point is located, and located such that it may impact water quality at the intake point such as 
being upstream of the intake point for a flowing water body. If the OWTS is within 1,200 feet of an intake point 
for a surface water treatment plant for drinking water, is in the drainage catchment in which the intake point is 
located, and is located such that it may impact water quality at the intake point: 

7.6.1 The permitting agency shall provide a copy of the permit application to the owner of the water 
system of their proposal to install an OWTS within 1,200 feet of an intake point for a surface water 
treatment. If the owner of the water system cannot be identified, then the permitting agency will notify 
Cal ifornia Department of Public Hea lth Dri nking Water Program. 

7.6.2 The permit appl ication sha ll include a topographical plot plan for the parcel showing the OWTS 
components, the property boundaries, proposed structures, physical address, and name of property 
owner. 

7.6.3 The permit appl ication shall provide the estimated wastewater flows, intended use of proposed 
structure generating the wastewater, soil data, and estimated depth to seasona lly saturated soils. 
7.6.4 The public water system owner shall have 15 days from receipt of the permit application to 
provide recommendations and comments to the permitting agency. 

9.4 The fo llowing are not allowed to be authorized in a Local Agency Management Program: 

9.4.10 Except as provided for in sections 9.4.11 and 9.4.12, new or replacement OWTS with minimum 
horizontal setbacks less than any of the following: 

9.4.10.1150 feet from a public water well where the depth of the effluent dispersal system does 
not exceed 10 feet in depth. 

9.4.10.2 200 feet from a public water well where the depth of the effluent dispersal system 
exceeds 10 feet in depth. 

9.4.10.3 Where the effluent dispersal system is within 600 feet of a public water well and 
exceeds 20 feet in depth the horizontal setback required to achieve a two-year travel time for 
microbiological contaminants shall be evaluat ed. A qualified professional shall conduct this 
evaluation. However in no case shall the setback be less than 200 feet. 

9.4.10.4 Where the effluent dispersal system is wit hin 1,200 feet from a public water systems' 
surface water intake po int, within the catchment of the dra inage, and located such that it may 
impact water quality at the intake point such as upstream of the intake point for flowing water 
bodies, the dispersal system shall be no less than 400 feet from the high water mark of the 
reservoir, lake or flowing water body. 

9.4.10.S Whe re the effluent dispersal system is located more than 1,200 feet but less than 2,500 
feet from a public water systems' surface water intake point, within t he catchment area of the 
drainage, and located such that it may impact water quality at the intake point such as upstream 
of the intake point for flowing water bodies, the dispersal system shall be no less than 200 feet 
from the high water mark of the reservoir, lake or f lowing water body.

9.4.11 For replacement OWTS that do not meet the above horizontal separation requirements, the 
replacement OWTS shall meet the horizontal sepa ration to the greatest extent practicable. In such case, 
t he replacement OWTS shall utilize supplemental treatment and other mit igation measures, unless the 
permitting authority f inds that t here is no indication that the previous system is adversely affecting the 
public water source, and there is limited potential that the replacement system could impact the water 
source based on topography, soil depth, soil texture, and groundwater separation . 

9.4.12 For new OWTS, installed on parcels of record existing at the time of the effective date of this 
Policy, that cannot meet the above horizontal separation requirements, the OWTS shall meet the 
horizontal separation to the greatest extent practicable and shall uti l ize supplementa l treatment for 
pathogens as specified in section 10.8 and any other mitigation measures prescribed by the permitting 
aut hority. 
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
