WHAT IS BEING PLANNED? 
The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) proposes to replace the existing 
Albion River Bridge located on State Route 1 in Mendocino County. The project limits are 
from postmile (PM) 43.3 to PM 44.2. The project is needed to address functional, safety, and 
structural deficiencies associated with the existing bridge. Correcting these deficiencies 
would improve safety for all users and reduce the chance of catastrophic bridge failure. 

WHY THIS PUBLIC NOTICE? 
Caltrans has studied the effect this project may have on the environment and prepared 
a Draft Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Impact Statement and Draft Section 
4(f) Evaluation that identifies the project’s potential impacts and potential avoidance, 
minimization, and mitigation measures. The build alternatives would result in significant 
and unavoidable impacts related to cultural and aesthetic resources. Potentially significant 
impacts related to biological resources would be reduced to less-than-significant levels 
after implementation of mitigation measures. The project site is not located on any list of 
hazardous materials waste sites compiled pursuant to Section 65962.5 of the Government 
Code. 
This notice is to let you know of the availability of the draft environmental document and the 
extension of the original comment period through October 9, 2024. The virtual meeting will 
be held to give you the opportunity to learn more about the project.
