




























eliminate sed iment discharge, and post deve l_opment fl ows would not exceed predevelopment 
flows. The project would be conditioned to comply with the City's Storm Water Regulations duri ng 
and after constructi on, and appropriate BM Ps would be utilized. Implementat ion of project-specifi c 
BMPs would preclude violations of any existing water quality standards or discharge requirements. 
As such, impacts wou ld be less than signifi cant and no mitigat ion is requ ired. 

Based on the fo rego ing ana lysis, the project is within the scope of the a-PEIR and there is no 
evidence that the project would require a major change to the EIR. The project wou ld not result in 
any new significant impact, nor wou ld there be a substantial increase in the severity of impacts from 
those describ ed in the PEIR. 

Noise 

PEIR No. 92-0199 

PEIR No. 92-0199 determined that the most prevalent and consistent source of noise within La Jolla 
would continue to be generated by veh icula r traffic. The City's Pla nning Department had estab lished 
thresholds for which noise studies or calculations wou ld be requi red for new construction impacted 
by t raffic noise. With respect to noise from adjacent stationary uses, a project which wou ld generate 
noise levels at the property line which ·exceed the City's Noise Ord inance standards, were 
considered a potential noise impact. Increases in urban noise levels affecting a wild life refuge, or 
open space park were also determined significant on a case-by-case basis. Temporary _constructio_n 
noise which exceeds 75 dB(A) CN EL for 12 hours within a 24-hour period at residences wer~ also 
considered significant. Where temporary construction noise would substantially interfere with 
normal bus iness communication, or affect sensitive receptors, temporary noise impacts were 
considered significant. 

PEIR No. 92-0199 determined that implementation of the land use plan set forth in the La Jolla CPU, 
could create direct impacts on the ambient noise quality of the community. As future development 
occurs incrementally, implementation of the La Jolla CPU could create cumulative noise impacts 
within the community. 

PEIR No. 92-0199 includes mitigation measures which state that noise impacts are determined on a 
project-by-project basis and can vary depending upon the project type and site. Noise attenuat ion 
can be accomplished by noise avoidance, implementing structural alterations or constructing noise 
walls and/or noise berms. Avoidance involves the alteri ng of site plans so that sensitive receptors 
are located outside the area of impact. Structural mitigation involves build ing techniques, including 
insulation and special window treatments, to reduce interior noise levels. Structu ral measures would 
also include mechanical ventilation or air condition ing so that windows can remain closed and still 
meet ventilation requirements. Physical mitigat ion includes the insta llation of noise walls and/or 
noise berms. With mitigation, impacts were still determined to be significant and unavoidable. 

Project 

Short-term noise impacts would be associated with onsite grading, and construction activities of the 
project. Construction-related short-term noise levels would be higher than existing ambient noise

levels in the project area but would no longer occu r once construction is completed . Sensitive 
receptors (e.g. residential uses) occur in the immediate area and may be temporarily affected by 
construction noise; however, const ructi on activities wou ld be required to comply with the 
const ruction hours and noise limits specified in the City's Municipal Code (Section 59.5.0404, 
Construction Noise), whi ch are intended to reduce potential adverse effects resulting from 
const ruction noise. Therefore, construct ion noise impacts would be less than signifi cant. 

For the long-term, typ ical noise levels associated wi th res identia l uses are anticipated. The noise 
sources on the project site after completion of construction are anticipated to be those that would 
be typica l of any single-fam ily residential neighborhood, such as vehicles arriving and leaving, 
children at play, and landscape maintenance mach inery. None of these noise sources associated 
with single-family uses are anti cipated to violate the City's Noise Abatement and Control Ordinance 
or resu lt in a substantial permanent increas e in existing noise levels. The project would not result in 
noise levels in excess of standards established in the City of San Diego General Plan or Noise 
Ordinance. No mitigation measures from PEIR No. 92-01 99 are applicable to this project. Impacts 
wou ld be less than significant and no mitigation is requi red. 

VI. ISSUES NOT ANAL VZED IN TH E PREVIOUS EIR CEQA 

CEQA Guidelines, Section 15128, al lows envi ronmental issues for wh ich there is no likelihood of a 
significant impact to not be discussed in detail or analyzed further in the EIR. The certified PEIR 
determined the La Jolla Community Plan Update would have less than significant impacts to 
Geology/Soils, Air Quality, Hydrology/ Water Quality, Biology, Noise, Light, Glare and Shading, Land 
Use, Natural Resources, Recreational Resources, Population, Housing, Transportation/Circu lation, 
Public Services, Ut ilities, Energy, Water Conservation, Neighborhood Character/Aesthetics, Cultural 
Resources, Paleontological Resources, and Human Health/Public Safety. Revisions to the project 
components evaluated under the PEIR are proposed with the current project. Through the 
environmental analysis conducted, the City has determined that the current project, subject of and 
evaluated under this Addendum, would not have the potential to cause significant impacts to those 
issue areas beyond those analyzed. While these issues were not analyzed in detail, as outlined in 
CEQA Section 15128, there is no new information available that would indicate that these issues 
would result in new significant impacts. 

VII. SIGNIFICANT UNMITIGATED IMPACTS 

The La Jolla and Pacifi c Beach Community Plan and Local Coastal Program Land Use Plan Updates 
EIR No. 92-0199 / SCH No. 92071032 concluded that sign ificant impacts related to traffic and 
circulation, air quality, geology and soils, bio logy, cu ltural resources, hydrology and water quality, 
and noise, would not be fully mitigated to below a level of significance. With respect to cumulative 
impacts, implementation of the EIR would result in signif icant t raffic and circu lation, air quali ty, and 
hydrology and water quality, which wou ld remain significant and unmitigated. Because there were 
significant unmitigated impacts associated with the origina l project approval, the decision maker 
was requ ired to make specific and substantiated "CEQA Find ings" which stated: (a) specific 
economic, social, or other considerations which make infeasible the mitigation measures or project 
alternatives identified in the FEIR, and (b) the impacts have been found acceptable because of 
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specific overriding considerations. Given that there are no new or more severe significant impacts 
that were not already addressed in the previous certified EIR, new CEQA Findings and or Statement 
of Overriding Considerations are not required. 

The proposed project would not resu lt in any add itional significant impacts nor would it result in an 
increase in the severity of impacts from that described in the previously certified EIR.
