Project Description: The California Department of Forestry and Fire Prevention (CAL FIRE), proposes to implement
vegetation treatments on up to 26 acres of land in Yuba County. The Yuba Water Agency has prepared a Project-Specific
Analysis (PSA) and addendum for the New Bullards Bar Forest Health Project covered by the California Vegetation
Treatment Project (CalVTP) Program Environmental Impact Report (EIR). The proposed treatment types (i.e., fuel breaks)
and treatment activities (i.e., manual treatments, mechanical treatments, and prescribed burning) are consistent with those
evaluated in the PSA for the New Bullards Bar Forest Health Project. Maintenance treatments may occur on a seasonal
basis to reduce hazardous fuels surrounding critical State communications infrastructure located within the parcel.
Maintenance treatments would involve the same vegetation treatment types and activities used in the initial treatments.
