Project Location (include county): The project to be completed is.located within the Larabee .Creek watershed, 
approximately 3 miles northwest of the town of Blocksburg, County of Humboldt, State of California. The project is located 
in Section 13, T2S, R4E, Humboldt Base and Meridian; in the Blacksburg U.S. Geological Survey 7.5-minute quadrangle; 
Assessor's Parcel Number 217-411-013; latitude 40.2925 N and longitude 123.6777 W. 

Project Description: The project is limited to two encroachments. Both encroachments will remediate sites impacted by 
unpermitted grading. The first encroachment involves removal of on an onstream pond, and will include stream 
restoration, erosion control, and revegetation. The second encroachment involves the re-contouring of an existing fill 
slope of a graded flat on a Class II stream. Work for these encroachments will include grading, compaction offill, and rock 
armoring as necessary to minimize erosion.
